Suicide blast at Kabul Shia school kills 48 people,
mostly students; Taliban kill 44 troops, cops

A suicide blast tore through a school in
Kabul yesterday killing at least 48 people,
while a Taliban attack on a military outpost
killed 44 more as a relentless wave of vio-
lence continued across Afghanistan.

Local officials in the northern province of
Baghlan said at least nine policemen and 35
soldiers were killed in the attack early yester-
day, the latest of a series that has killed
dozens of members of the security forces
nationwide,

Later in the day, weeks of relative calm in
Kabul were shattered by a suicide attack on
an educational centre in a mainly Shia area
in the west of the Afghan capital that killed

atleast 48 people and wounded 67.

Around a dozen ambulances rushed to
the Mawoud education centre in the western
part of the city, where students and relatives
described pulling bloodied victims from the
rubble of a classroom that had been
crowded with teenagers preparing to go to
university.

"At around 4:00 pm this afternoon, a
suicide attacker who had strapped explo-
sives to his body detonated himself inside
the Mawoud education centre," police
spokesman Hashmat Stanikzai said. He
warned the toll could rise.

It was not clear how many students were
at the centre at the time of the attack.
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A small number of Indian cattle is seen in a market at Tartipur of Shibganj in

Chapainawabganj on Tuesday. Unlike previous years, cattle reared in the country domi-
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nate the markets in the district ahead of Eid. Their prices are high too.

loses Rs 94cr

Hackers clone several
thousand cards of
account holders

Pune-based Cosmos coop-
erative bank, which ranks
among the city's oldest
urban cooperative banks,
has become the latest vic-
tim of the cyber fraudsters
as hackers infiltrated into
the bank’s system and
siphoned Rs 94 crore
between August 11 and
August 13.

Suhas Gokhale, an offi-
cial from the bank's head
office on the Ganeshkhind
road here, has lodged a
complaint with the
Chatushrungi police on
Monday night after the
fraud came to light.

The complaint stated that
on August 11, unidentified
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
