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Online licencing
process for tea
traders launched

Bangladesh Tea Board (BTB) yesterday launched online
services enabling guests to make reservations for the Tea
Resort and Museum in Sylhet's Sreemangal while allow-
ing tea traders to submit applications for various licen-
ces.

Maj Gen Md Jahangir Al Mustahidur Rahman, chairman
of BTB, rolled out the online services at BIB conference room
in the port city.

From now on, anyone from home and abroad will be able
to book the bungalow at the resort in Sreemangal on the
online reservation system, he said.

Similarly, tea traders, bidders, blenders, exporters and
importers will also be able to apply for their licences from the
comfort of their offices or homes, he added.

BTB members Golam Mowla, Irfan Sharif, Secretary
Nurullah Nuri and other officials were present at the launch-
ing programme.

Contacted, Madhul Kabir Chowdhury, deputy director
(commercial) of BTB, said they had been issuing all sorts of
licences to retailers, wholesalers, bidders, blenders, import-
ers and exporters after they applied for those by mail or by
visiting the BTB office.

With the introduction of the online services, the entire
licencing process including receiving application and collect-
ing relevant fees will be done online and upon approval, the
licences will be mailed to the applicants, he also said.

Why Gabkhan Channel

should not be restored
HC asks govt

The High Court yesterday issued a rule asking the authori-
ties concerned of the government to explain why they
should not be directed to restore Gabkhan Channel in
Jhalakathi to its original condition.

The shipping secretary, deputy commissioner and super-
intendent of police of Jhalakathi and joint director (port) of
Bangladesh Inland Water Transport Authority, Barisal Port
have been made respondents to the rule.

The bench of Justice Md Nazrul Islam Talukder and
Justice KM Hafizul Alam issued the rule following a writ
petition filed by Supreme Court lawyer Barrister Kazi Mynul
Hassan on September 9.

He submitted the petition following a report titled
“Gabkhan Channel: Narrowed by illegal dock” published in
The Daily Star. The report said a part of the century-old
channel has been turned into a temporary dock for loading
and unloading construction materials for a nearby highway.

As aresult, the 18km canal, the country’'s only man-made
naval route, has become narrow at the point, disrupting
vessel movement.

Improvements visible
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said there are infrastructural problems on the roads, and
DMP is trying to bring up solutions incorporating the two
city corporations.

“The dividers on the roads are not fenced in some places,
s0 people try to jump over those, We also need support from
people to bring discipline on the road,” he said.
