The driver of the bus of Taranga Paribahan hit the auto-
rickshaw at 9:25pm, killing its driver Monirul on the spot,
he said. The body was sent to Dhaka Medical College
morgue for autopsy. After the incident the bus driver man-
aged to flee, said Moshiur.

A case was filed yesterday in this connection.

BNP REJECTS KHALEDA'S
MEDICAL REPORT

BNP Senior Joint Secretary
General Ruhul Kabir Rizvi
yvesterday alleged that the
medical board's report on
the party's Chairperson
Khaleda Zia's health is
“manufactured by the
government’,

“The statement of the
medical board about our
leader's (Khaleda's) illness
reflects the government's
thoughts. The medical
board gave a manufactured
report as per the desire of
the government to push
Khaleda towards a serious
health risk,” he said at a
press briefing at the party's
Nayapaltan central office.

On Sunday, a five-
member medical board,
formed by the government
for Khaleda, submitted its
report suggesting admitting
her to Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujib Medical
University (BSMMU).

Rizvi alleged that the
medical team, which was
formed with doctors loyal to
the government, conducted a
“20-minute health examina-
tion” of the BNP chief.

Opposing the BNP
chief's treatment at
BSMMU, Rizvi said the
hospital lacks modern and
sophisticated equipment.
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have lodged complaints against different forces, organi-
sations and drivers, but you have not admitted your
faults.”

Enayet said he will talk to Dhaka Metropolitan Police
about their allegations soon and if the police file case
against a bus even after having all necessary documents, he
will personally deal with the matter.

“However, an owner has to take responsibility if his
vehicle does not have necessary documents and/or recruits a
driver without proper licence,” he added.

Beside transport owners, several transport worker leaders
spoke at the meeting and emphasised on forging unity
among owners and workers, considering what they claimed
to be “the toughest time following several road accidents
and student protests”.

Meanwhile, transport owners strongly protested the
proposal to bring all buses under six companies to bring
discipline on city roads.

When Sheikh Mohammad Sabuj Uddin, owner of
Mohona Paribahan Ltd, said the initiative of the late DNCC
Mayor Annisul Huq to bring all buses under six companies
has to be implemented, other owners started to shout, “No,
no!”

At one stage, Sabuj said “sorry” and withdrew his pro-
posal.

Later, Eanyet Ullah said they had agreed to the initiative
and will not disagree if their proposals in this regard are
kept.

The government recently formed a committee led by
DSCC Mayor Sayeed Khokon to implement the plan.
