“It is even more than Mirpur,” came the
response from Bangladesh captain
Mashrafe Bin Mortaza after their Asia Cup
match against Sri Lanka on September 15 in
Dubai. He was talking about the feeling of
home provided by a Bangladesh expatriate-
dominated crowd of nearly 25,000 at the
Dubai International Stadium.

Bangladesh had not played in the UAE
since 1995, and the cricket-starved patriotic
Bangladeshis had turned up in numbers to
dwarf the Sri Lankan faithful, as their
beloved Tigers eventually did on the pitch.

When Bangladesh had won, the fans
cleaned the stands before they left -- as if to
say 'we are worthy of being called to play
here, worthy of coming to this glitzy sta-
dium, of being inside the ring of lights that

line the roof instead of out'.

If that was the sentiment, its poignancy
increases the more time you spend in the
UAE and the more Bangladeshis you come
across. Whether more than Mirpur, whether
less, for a large number of those screaming
Tamim Igbal's name when he came out with
a fractured left hand, the Bangladeshi expe-
rience here is far removed from that in
Mirpur. It is not obvious, neither is it adver-
tised in neon lights in Dubai's city centre; it
is implicit and the reality is contained out-
side the ring of lights.

Under-five mortality
rate marks sharp fall

LIN report says on Bangladesh; number of death
drops from 5.32 lakh in 1990 to 1 lakh in 2017

UNB, Dhaka

Under-five mortality rate in Bangladesh is
32 per 1,000 live births, according to new
mortality estimates released yesterday by
Unicef, World Health Organisation
(WHO), United Nations Population
Division and the World Bank Group.

The number has significantly dropped

from 532,000 deaths in 1990 to 100,000 in
2017. Among them, little over half are new-
borns who die in the first 28 days of their
life, according to a report UNB received
from New York.

The government has taken multiple
initiatives to address the gaps in newborn
care, such as launching the National
