The foremost challenge to the desired opera-
tion of bus service is that there are over 200
companies that own the buses and compete
against each other to grab same passengers,
leading to hazard and indiscipline on roads,
he said.

He said buses operated by the same
company but leased out to drivers do the
same.

Farid Ahmed Bhuiyan, chairman of
Bangladesh Road Transport Corporation,
said, "There is no alternative to bus route
rationalisation -- and the unhealthy compe-
tition [for passengers] hasto be stopped -- as
well as reducing the staggering number of
cars.”

The corporation operates around 500
government-owned buses to augment
public transport service in addition to what
is provided by private operators, he said.

Mir Rezaul Alam, additional commissioner
(tratfic) of Dhaka Metropolitan Police, said

bus route rationalisation would be a foremost
measure to salvage the city from traffic indis-
cipline. But there are many challenges as well,
he said, adding that over-population mightfoil
any good initiative.

“So, there is no alternative to decentrali-
sation or the city may go absolutely dysfunc-
tional in the next two decades,” he said.
“The current all-pervasive indiscipline
across the city is unmanageable for any city
managementauthority.”

Dhaka South Mayor Sayeed Khokon said
the committee's goal was to ensure an envi-
ronment-friendly Dhaka with safe roads
and free of traffic jam in the next two years.

Replying to a question as to what the
progress of bus route rationalisation was, the
mayor said they would review it.

said the investigation should be carried out
by an ACC official with the rank of an
inspector,” said advocate Selim.,

According to the case statement, Rigan
was picked up by the abovementioned
police personnel from Dhalghat Camp area
of Patiya on September 17 while returning
from his in-laws' house.

“Rigan informed them he was a lawyer
but the law enforcers assaulted him. They
took away his money and demanded Tk 1
lakh bribe for his release,” he said.

“After getting pressure from
Chattogram Bar Association's leaders, the
policemen took Rigan's signature on a
blank paper while pointing a gun at his
head and released him," said advocate
Selim, quoting him.

Rigan brought charges against the police
personnel for misusing power, illegal deten-
tion, demanding bribe and assaulting him,
he said.

When asked, Neyamatullah, officer-in-
charge of the police station, refuted the
allegations. “Rigan was found lying on the
road in a drunken state around 3:00am. The
police personnel took him to the upazila
health complex first, and later to the police
station to keep an eye on him, " he added.

He said one of the SIs received a call from
the Bar Association for Rigan's release, but
they decided to keep him at the station,
considering his condition.

“When I came to work the next day, the
five informed me about the situation. Rigan
was released around noon,” the QC said.

Hasina spent much of her childhood in the village where
she was born. In 1954, when Bangabandhu was elected
legislator, the family relocated to Dhaka.

In her student life, Hasina actively took part in the six-
point movement of 1966 and the student movement of
1969, which saw the abdication of General Ayub Khan.

In 1968, she married nuclear scientist Dr Wazed Miah.

During the Liberation War, Hasina and her family were
interned at a house in Dhaka.

On July 27, 1971, her first child Sajeeb Wazed Joy was
born. Her second child Saima Wazed Hossain was born on
December 9, 1972.

In 1996, 21 years past the assassination of Bangabandhu,
Hasina led Awami League to power and became the prime
minister. In 2008, she led the alliance to another victory
with 90 percent of the seats in parliament. In 2014, Hasina
once again became prime minister.

Sheikh Hasina has been honoured with various honot-
ary degrees, accolades and awards in recognition of her
leadership excellence. Her most recent role in providing
humanitarian support to Rohingyas drew accolade from
global leaders, institutions and personalities.
