CUMILLA MURDER CASE

A Cumilla court yesterday fixed October 3 for continuing
hearing of a bail petition filed by Khaleda Zia, in connection
with a murder case,

Judge Jalal Uddin of Cognisance Court-5 set the date,
after hearing arguments from defence and prosecution on
the petition.

"We prayed for bail of Khaleda Zia in the case, and sub-
mitted all sorts of necessary certified documents to the
court. But the prosecution is delaying the process repeatedly
praying for time,” Advocate Kaimul Haque Rinku, a defence
lawyer for the BNP chairperson, told reporters.

Public prosecutor Advocate Mustafizur Rahman Liton
said they need more time to review the documents submit-
ted by the defence, as it is a sensational murder case.

The case was filed on charges of killing eight people and
injuring 25-26 others by torching a bus in Cumilla's
Chouddagram on February 2, 2015 during anti-government
agitations. The BNP chairperson has been implicated in the
charge sheet of the case.

The High Court on May 28 had granted six months' bail
to Khaleda in this case, and issued a rule asking the govern-
ment to explain why Khaleda should not be granted regular
bail in this case.

The chamber judge of the Appellate Division of the SC on
May 31 stayed the HC order of bail. Later, the Appellate
Division of the SC extended its chamber judge's order.

On July 2, the apex court extended the stay order and
asked the HC to hear and dispose of the rule over the bail in
four weeks.

On August 6, the HC rejected the bail petition of Khaleda

Awareness of prevention, early detection
and screening is necessary to reduce prema-
ture mortality from breast cancer, the lead-
ing cause of deaths among all female cancer
patients.

To create a social movement, Bangladesh
Breast Cancer Awareness Forum and Rotary
International District-3281 have planned a
month-long programme in and outside
Dhaka, marking this year's Breast Cancer
Awareness Day on October 10,

Asmany as 1 lakh leaflets will be distributed
as part of the nationwide campaign to help
people learn about how to combat this threat.

A team of physicians from Dhaka will
conduct day-long programmes from

October 17 in nine districts -- Gazipur,
Narayanganj, Barishal, Dinajpur, Bogura,
Rajshahi, Khulna and Jashore -- to raise

This year's theme of the day is "Breast-
feeding reduces risk of breast cancer.”

There is no survey done by any national
organisation or the government, about
people suffering from cancer.

However, the latest data from Globocan-
IARC, an interactive web-based platform
that presents global cancer statistics, 12,764
women are affected by breast cancer every
year in the country. They account for 19
percent of all female cancer patients.

Every woman should check her breasts in
the prescribed manner every month and if
she suspects anything unusual, she should
see a doctor right away.

In the third stage, a medical test called
mammography/mammogram can confirm
whether she has breast cancer or not, said

Inu said the Right to Information (RTI) Act has empowered
people to make the government and its executive division
accountable.

“The government uses laws that are related to penal code,
applied against the countrymen, But the RTI act is different
as it gives power to people to use it against the government,”
he said.

Information Commissioner Martuza Ahmed said people
are yet to reap the full benefit of the law, even after 10 years
since its formulation.

Information commissioners Suraiya Begum and Nepal
Chandra Sarker also addressed the discussion.

The Information Commission also awarded government
employees for serving people by providing them with infor-

media activities of people
