count loss

Absence of cold storage facility is causing
loss to vegetable farmers in the district in
spite of ample production as they cannot

preserve their unsold produce.

Farmer Amal of Sugondhi village in
Sadar upazila said when traders come from
Dhaka and other places, they can sell vegeta-
bles for Tk 12 to Tk 16 per kg, but the price
drops to Tk 3 to Tk 4 per kg at other times as

a lot of vegetables remain unsold.

"We have to sell the surplus vegetables at
low price, otherwise they get spoiled. If we
could preserve the vegetables till the next
haat day we could be benefitted. A multi-
purpose cold storage is needed for that," he

said.

Ashim Kumar Mondal of Narendrapur
village in Kachua uapzila said there has
been good production of vegetables in the
village and adjacent Vandarkhola wvillage,
but they have to sell the remaining vegeta-

bles at cheap price after trading closes.

If there was a multi-purpose cold storage
we could preserve the vegetables and sell

Another farmer of Gazalia village in
Kachua upazila said he sold wvegetables
worth Tk 3 lakh last year and could have got
double the amount this year as the produc-
tion is high, if there was a multi-purpose

District Marketing Officer Sujat Hossain
Khan said they gave a proposal at the district
coordination meeting held on August 19 for
building multi-purpose cold storages in
Mollahat, Chitalmari and C&B Bazar areas.

Bagerhat Department of Agriculture
Extension Deputy Director Aftab Uddin
said as the vegetable production is high a
multi-purpose cold storage will benefit the
farmers by helping them to get the desired

Vegetables are grown mainly in Sadar,
Chitalmari, Kachua and Mollahat upazilas.

More than 200 trucks full of vegetables
go to Dhaka per week from the district.

Every truck carries 180 to 200 sacks of differ-

ent kinds of vegetables, each sack contain-
ing 65 to 70 kg vegetables, Sujat said.
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Farmers in Bagerhat have to sell their vegetables at very low prices as there is no cold storage for preserving those after the markets close. The
photo was taken recently from C&B Bazar in Sadar upazila of the district.

The demanded appointment of
female headmasters at the girls’
schools and eighty percent female
teachers.

The school authorities are forcing
the students to take paid coaching at

Although a number of teachers
were transferred after completion of
their three-year tenure, they managed
to return to that institution with the
help of some local influential politi-
cal leaders, they added.

One of the school headmasters, who
had been at the same institution for the
last 16 years, was transferred recently,
but he returned immediately with the
help of political leaders, they alleged.

Tangail Deputy Commissioner
(DC) Khan Mohammad Nurul Amin
blamed political influence for keep-
ing the teachers at their home district,
which makes them reckless.

On Monday, a mobile court sen-
tenced Saidur Rahman, a teacher of
Bindubasini Government Girls' High
School in the town, to imprisonment
for one year for stalking a Class IX
student of the institution.

Angry students and their guardians
gave him a good beating and
demanded immediate removal of
Headmaster Mamun Talukder for not
taking any steps against Saidur
despite getting complaints on several
occasions.

Meanwhile, the DC formed a
three-member probe body yesterday
to investigate the incidents and asked
the committee to submit its report
within three working days.

Start tidal river
management
Urge Bhabadah people

Hundreds of affected peo-
ple in Bhabadah project
areas under Jashore and
Khulna yesterday
demanded immediate
implementation of Tidal
River Management (TRM)
project to ease the suffer-
ings of the people living in
the areas.

Earlier, the Bhabadah
Water Mitigation Movement
Committee arranged a
gathering in the deputy
commissioner's (DC) office
premises in Jashore to press
home their demand.

The committee members
later submitted a memoran-
dum to the prime minister
through the Jashore DC.

People, who took part in
the gathering, said around
10 lakh inhabitants of
Abhaynagar, Monirampur,
Keshabpur and Sadar
upazilas in Jashore,
Dumuria and Phultala
upazilas in Khulna and Tala
upazila in Satkhira suffer for
months during the rainy
season every year due to
lack of free flow of water.

Due to lack of dredging,
the four rivers, Sree, Hari,
Teka and Mukteshwari
became silted and are now
dying because of the impact
of construction of the sluice
gates in 1960s, they alleged.

The Chief Judicial Magistrate's Court in the
district passed the order after police produced
the accused, Nazmul Islam, 32, before the
court on charge of sending nude photos of his
wife to her relatives.

Nazmul, a resident of Jugia area of the town,
married a woman, 24, of the same area, around
three years ago following love affairs, said Nasir
Uddin, officer in charge of Kushtia Model

The woman, belonging to Hindu community,
was converted to Islam before the marriage.

"Around six months after the marriage, she came
to know that Nazmul was a married man and father
of two children, Then she declined to continue their
conjugal life, but Nazmul kept forcing her to con-
tinue, even physically tortured her.

“Lastly on September 6, Nazmul sent some
sexually explicit images of their conjugal life to
relatives of the woman
Facebook messenger.

“The victim woman on Monday evening
filed a case against Nazmul under Section 57
of the Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) Act with Kushtia Model
Police Station, and police arrested him shortly
afterwards,” the OC said.

UP CHAIRMAN BISWAJIT MURDER
Fear prevails among

locals in Ujirpur

Fear is prevailing among the locals, especially minority
Hindu community, after the brutal murder of Biswajit
Haldar Nantu, chairman of Jalla Union Parishad (UP) in
Ujirpur upazila under the district 11 days ago.

Demanding arrest and punishment of the killers and plotters
through speedy trial, local people have continued programmes
including procession, human chainand strike,

Criminals shot dead Nantu, also a local Awami League
(AL) leader, at his shop Dishari Bostraloy at Karfa Bazar of
the union, around 8:15pm on September 21. His associate
Nihar Bain was also injured in the attack.

Nantu's father Shuklal Haldar lodged a murder case
against 32 people with Ujirpur Police Station.

Police arrested eight of the accused and two others as
suspect, said Ujirpur Police Station Officer in Charge
Shishir Kumar Pal.

Police thinks Nantu's anti-drug role and rivalry for
dominion in the region including new competition for UP
chairmanship may have instigated the killing.

Family members of Nantu said drug peddlers gave him
death threat and he filed a general diary about it on
September 3 but police remained inactive.

Saiful Islam, Barishal superintendent of police, said,
“Ten people have already been arrested in connection with
the killing of Nantu and drives are on to arrest other
accused. We have come to know that the criminal group
arranged a meeting two months ago and professional killers
were used for the murder.”

Union AL leader Nazrul Islam Bachchu demanded set-
ting up of a permanent police post in the area.

The area, once a roaming ground of ultra-leftist
Sarbahara activists, earlier saw killing of several public
representatives and political activists including UP chair-
man Aboni Baroi, also a former Sarbahara leader, Workers
Party leader Babu Lal Shil and Sarbahara leader Kamrul
Islam during the last several years.

Mysteries behind the murders have not been unearthed
and trials of the murder cases are yet to be complete.

Govt rice for
the poor
seized

Police in a drive seized a
truck carrying rice meant for
open market sale (OMS)
and arrested three people,
including the driver, in
Kalikachha area under Sarail
upazila early yesterday.

Tipped off, Border Guard
Bangladesh (BGB) stopped the
rice-laden truck when it was
heading towards Chunarughat
in Habiganj from Zulhas
Traders in Nasirnagar upazila
headquarters and found 320
sacks of rice meant for open
market sale, said BGB 25
Battalion Commanding
Officer Lieutenant Colonel
Mohammad Gulam Kabir.

BGB seized the rice and
arrested the three people as they
did nothave any documents.

The arrestees are Shahin Mia,
27, son of Noman Mia of
Teliapara in Madhabpur upazila
of Habiganj, and Humayun Mia,
37, and Mamun Mia, 24, sons of
Shahid Mia of Chhatiyan village
inthe upazila.

Following the statement
of the driver Shahin, police
arrested Zulhas Khan, the
owner of Zulhas Traders and
adealer of OMS rice.

Nasirnagar Upazila Food
Inspector Abu Kawser filed a
case with Nasirnagar Police
Station in this regard.
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
