Education Minister Nurul
Islam Nahid yesterday urged
teachers to perform their
duties with dedication and
utmost sincerity, terming
them the “main force to
develop skilled manpower”,

Teachers should groom
the young generation with
quality education to build
an economically advanced
country, he told a discussion
in the auditorium of Army
Golf Club Garden in Dhaka,
an official release said.

Nahid said, "Teaching is
a noble profession. We have
given different facilities,
including increasing salary
and other benefits, to ensure
dignified life of teachers.”

He said the government
has attached top priority to
expansion of technical and
vocational education.

The government has set a
target of 30 percent enrol-
ment in technical education
by 2030, aiming to transform
Bangladesh into an econom-
ically developed country.

In 2009, students' enrol-
ment in technical education
stood at one percent, while
the current rate is 14 per-
cent, he said. "To maximise
the benefit of using ICT in
classrooms, we need
trained, motivated and
technology-friendly teachers
who will make the whole
process effective and suc-
cessful,” the minister added.

From a rally at Suhrawardy Udyan, Mufti Rezaul Karim
said to press home their demands, they will hold a protest
rally in Dhaka on October 12, and give memorandum to the
deputy commissioners of all districts on October 14 as well as
hold more rallies throughout the country on that day.

On October 16, they will submit a memorandum to the
president, he said, adding they will declare their next
programmes if their demands are not met even after that.
