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Jail super's house help
found in shelter

“"We don't know anything, we just
want our daughter back,” said a
tearful Marium Begum, mother of
teenage domestic help Chandni
Khatun Jui, urging the authorities
concerned to find out the mystery
behind her daughter's landing in a
shelter home.

Jui's parents Dulal Miah and
Marium Begum of Khochabari
village in Sadar upazila are crying to
get back their daughter but they
don't know how.

Six years ago, when Jui was only
nine years old, her parents engaged
her as a house help at the house of
Nazrul Islam, the then Lalmonirhat
District Jail superintendent, now
serving as superintendent at
Nilphamari District Jail.

But, nearly two weeks ago,
suddenly the poor couple found
their teenage daughter at a shelter
home in Rangpur city instead of

Nazrul's house.

“Due to acute hardship we sent
Jui to Nazrul's house to work as a
domestic help. During that time the
jail super promised us that he would
bear all expenditure of Jui's mar-
riage when she is old enough,”
Marium said.

“But since then, Nazrul and his
family members didn't allow our
daughter to visit us or even talk to us
over mobile phone,” she said, add-
ing that the jail super took our
daughter from our home and we
want her back now.

“At one stage we sensed that
something wrong happened to our
daughter,” Jui's father Dulal said,
adding, "Nazrul was plotting con-
spiracy against our daughter and
seemed reluctant to return her to
us.”

On September 22, Nazrul
phoned us and said that Jui fled
from his house, which seemed quite
unusual, Dulal said.

“We submitted a complaint to a
Lalmonirhat court in this regard on
September 24, The court issued a
search warrant against three people,
including Jail Super Nazrul, the
same day,” he said, adding that
Nazrul is now threatening him for
taking the legal step in this regard.

Jail Superintendent Nazrul Islam
said Jui fled from his house at
Babukha in Rangpur city around
4:00am on September 22,

Three days later, Rangpur
Metropolitan Police rescued her and sent
her to a shelter home run by the Sodal
Welfare Department thesame day:

He, however, could not give any
satisfactory answer when this corre-
spondent asked him why Jui fled
from his house.

Officer-in-Charge of Kotwali
Police Station Rezaul Karim said
they rescued Jui on September 25
and sent her to the shelter home as
nobody then came forward to take
her responsibility.
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Man to die for
killing wife

A Netrakona court on
Monday sentenced a man
to death for killing his wife
in Barhatta upazila of
Netrakona in 2011.

The convict was identi-
fied as Mahmud Ali, son of
late Mofazzal Khan of
Koilati village in the
upazila, said Court
Inspector Md Ziaul Haque.

District and Sessions
Judge's Court Judge KM
Rasheduzzaman Raza deliv-
ered the verdict on
Monday, said the court
inspector.

According to the prose-
cution, Mahmud hacked
his second wife Shahana
Khatun to death over fam-
ily feud on May 25 in 2011.

Victim's elder brother
Mamun Mir filed a case
with Barhatta Police
Station accusing seven
people including Mahmud,
his first wife Sufia Khatun
and his mother Tara Banu.

After investigation,
police pressed charges
against Mahmud, Sufia and
Tara Banu on September 27
the same year.

Abducted baby not
rescued in a month

The infant baby, abducted one month ago
from Purbo Sindurna village in
Hatibandha upazila of the district, is yet to
be rescued.

Criminals abducted the baby, then 31
days old, around 12:45pm on September 9,
when his mother Rupali Rani went out to
bring water, keeping him asleep at the house
at Purbo Sindurna village.

The baby's father Subodh Chandra
lodged a general dairy with Hatibandha
Police Station in this regard on September
12 and filed a case on September 15, accus-
ing eight named people and another
unnamed with Hatibandha Police Station.

Police is yet to arrest or interrogate any of
the accused.

Now the family members have to
keep Rupali Rani under constant watch
as the afflicted mother once tried to kill
herself.

“I want to get back my son unhurt. How
will 1 live without my baby?” said the
mother as tears rolled down her cheeks.

Not knowing the whereabouts of the ill-
fated baby, the parents are passing
agonising time.

“My brother Bikash Chandra and his wife

Sonai Rani are the main culprits who
abducted our baby boy. They committed the
heinous crime over a family feud. A few
people acted as their accomplices,” said
Subodh Chandra.

"We see police are not doing anything to
rescue our baby and arrest the culprits,” he
alleged.

Contacted, Hatibandha Police Station
Officer in Charge Omar Farooque said,
"Police are sincerely trying to rescue the
infant boy and conducting raids regularly.
The accused people have gone into hiding.”

Nural Amin, chairman of Sindurna
Union Parishad in Hatibandha upazila,
said, “I hope police will rescue the baby
unhurt and arrest all those who were
involved in the abduction.”

“I am also trying my level best to trace out
the abducted baby, " he added.

Superintendent of Police in
Lalmonirhat SM Rashidul Haque said he
has ordered Hatibandha police to rescue
the abducted baby anyhow and arrest all
the culprits.

“We have been told that family feud led
to the abduction of the baby. I hope police
will be able to bring a good result very
soon,” hesaid.
