German business confidence slips on global uncertainty

A closely-watched survey of
German businesses showed falling
confidence Thursday, the Munich-
based Ifo institute said, as the
eurozone's largest economy faces
pathering clouds over the single
currency area.

The monthly barometer shed
0.9 points in October compared
with last month, to 102.8 points,
the poll found -- a sharper drop
than expected by analysts surveyed

by Factset.
"Firms were less satisfied with

their current business situation and
less optimistic about the months
ahead," Ifo president Clemens
Fuest said.

"Growing global uncertainty is
increasingly taking its toll on the
German economy.”

With exports far outweighing
imports, Germany has since last
year been a favourite whipping-boy
for US President Donald Trump as
he threatened tariffs against
imports from the whole European
Union.

Those are on ice for now, but

the other front in Washington's

trade war -- China -- is also having
knock-on effects on Europe and
Germany.

Disruption in emerging markets
like Turkey, an important trade
partner, is also taking its toll.

Closer to home, fears are grow-
ing that Britain could leave the EU
in March without an exit deal,
sparking massive disruption to
trade with one of the continent's
biggest economies.

A budget row between Brussels
and the populist coalition govern-
ment in Rome has meanwhile
revived anxiety over Italy's place in

the eurozone.

Lower confidence "is not sur-
prising, as downside risks did not
diminish" in October, said Joerg
Zeuner, chief economist at public
investment bank KfW, highlighting
the US-China confrontation as well
as weaker hard economic data in
Germany.

The headwinds for the
eurozone powerhouse prompted
the International Monetary Fund
earlier this month to lower its
growth forecasts for Germany to
1.9 percent in both 2018 and
2019,

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US firms face tariff-
fuelled price hikes,
labour shortages

US firms nationwide complain trade disputes with
China and others are boosting the prices of key inputs,
while they continue to face widespread labour short-
ages, the Federal Reserve said Wednesday.

The ongoing difficulty in filling open positions at
all skill levels and in every region is delaying projects
and pressuring firms to raise wages or benefits -- or
even employ robots to ramp up production --
according to the Fed's latest "beige book" survey of

While the reports from the Fed's regional banks
reflected a healthy US economy, with "modest to
moderate growth,"
aggressive tariff strategy, which has drawn retalia-
tion from trading partners, is potentially adding
fuel to inflation.

The central bank is watching price pressures closely
to gauge how fast and how far to raise the benchmark
lending rate, to allow the economy to continue to
grow without an acceleration of inflation.

The Fed has raised the key interest rate three times
this year and is widely expected to increase by another
0.25 percentage points in December.

"Manufacturers reported raising prices of finished
goods out of necessity as costs of raw materials such as
metals rose, which they attributed to tariffs," the Fed

Some companies are not able to pass on cost
increases to customers, and in Philadelphia firms
reported "difficulty meeting the prices of foreign
competitors who are not exposed to tariffs on the
primary input commodities of their products.”

Trump has imposed steep tariffs on steel, alu-
minium and about $250 billion in imported goods
from China, which has struck back with tariffs of its
own on US goods.

Inflation has increased about two percent this year,
in line with the Fed's target, but economists fear grow-
ing demand, combined with the tariffs and a labour
shortage could ignite price increases.

But even as the tariffs and the December tax cut could
be adding to inflation, Trump once again attacked Fed
Chairman Jerome Powell for raising interest rates.

In an interview in The Wall Street Journal on
Tuesday, Trump said ahead of next month's midterm
congressional elections that the Fed posed the "big-
gest risk because | think interest rates are being raised

And he said companies complaining about rising
costs were just trying to shift the blame, and denied
any tariffs were in place -- while simultaneously con-
gratulating himself for their use to force countries to
the negotiating table,

"A business that's doing badly always likes to
blame Trump and the tariffs because it's a good excuse
for some incompetent guy that's making $25 million
a year," Trump said.
