Mainul Hosein
undergoes
health check-up

At least seven people have been killed and around 11 others

The medical check-up of Barrister Mainul
Hosein was conducted yesterday at Rangpur
Medical College Hospital in presence of
Rangpur jail authorities, following a High
Court order issued on Thursday.

Mainul, an adviser to a previous caretaker
government, was brought to the hospital at
9:00am, said Md Amzad Hossain, jailer of
Rangpur jail. After check-up, Mainul was
taken backtojail at 10:30am, he added.

His health report will be placed before
the High Court bench of Justice Syed
Refaat Ahmed and Justice Md Igbal Kabir
today.

On November 2, Mainul's wife Saju
Hossain filed two writ petitions seeking
an HC order to admit Mainul to a special-
ised hospital in Dhaka, and also challeng-
ing the government's “failure” and “inac-
tion” to provide adequate security to
him.

Mainul was brought to Rangpur on
November 3 after he was arrested on
October 22 in a case filed for defaming
journalist Masuda Bhatti during a television
talk-show.

In Bagerhat, four people have been killed and around
seven others injured as a bus hit a human-haulier carrying
them on Bagerhat-Mawa highway in Boalia area of Mollahat
upazila.

The four -- Rubel Sheikh, 28, Jahangir, 30, Rana, 22, and
Manjur, 65 -- were construction workers, said police.

Rubel died on the spot when the accident took place on
Thursday. The other three died a day after.

The DAP was designed for a
liveable Dhaka, with the capi-
tal city consistently ranked
lowest in global liveability
ratings over the years,

A ministerial committee has
so far accepted over 200 appli-
cations, and altered DAP land
use, mostly to accommodate

real estate developers’ land
business, industries and com-
mercial development in place
of conservable wetlands,
agriculture and rural home-
steads.

Instead of carrying out
vital DAP recommendations
for conservation of ecologi-
cally-vital wetlands, arable
lands and reversal of incom-
patible commercial and
industrial land use to realise
a liveable Dhaka city, rele-
vant authorities showed
seriousness in accommeodat-
ing interests of powerful real
estate developers and cote-
ries. The DAP was finalised
and published in govern-
ment gazette in mid-2010,
but was immediately made
subject to a "final review" by
a ministerial committee.

Whatever development
plan is made remains ignored,
said Md Helal Uddin, chair-
man of Sustainable and
Renewable Energy
Development Authority.

“There have been plenty of
plans; how much has been
implemented?” he said.

Prof Shamsul Alam, a
member of General
Economic Division of the
Planning Commission, in a
presentation on the 100-year
Delta Plan, said only planned
development can accelerate
economicgrowth of a nation.

He held lack of coordina-
tion among authorities, lack of
a culture of collective decision-
making and town planners at
local level for failure in imple-
mentation oftheurban plan.
