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Vietnam ratifies
Pacific trade pact

Vietnam on Monday became the seventh
country to ratify a sprawling Pacific trade
pact set to come into effect later this year,
despite LS President Donald Trump's pull-
out from a deal he decried as a "job killer".

Eleven countries revived a slimmed-
down version of the Trans-Pacific
Partnership (TPP) without Washington,
though the new pact keeps the door open in
case of a change of heart -- or government --
in the world's largest economy:.

Australia last month became the sixth
country to ratify the deal, paving the way for
the pact to come into force at the end of
December with more than half of its mem-
bers officially signed on.

Vietnam followed suit on Monday with a
unanimous vote to approve the deal by
lawmakers in the country's rubber stamp
parliament.

"This is an important political decision,
affirming our country's active role in inter-
national integration," said Nguyen Van
Giau, head of the National Assembly's
external relations department.

Vietnam's fast-growing export economy
stood to gain enormously from open access
to US markets, a key outlet for cheap manu-
factured goods like Adidas shoes, Gap T-
shirts and Samsung phones, before Trump
pulled the plug on Washington's participa-
tion.

The protectionist president called the
deal a "death blow for American manufac-
turing” and singled out Vietnam for taking
jobs he would rather see on his home turf.

The trade pact was spearheaded by for-
mer US president Barack Obama who
dubbed the comprehensive deal a "gold
standard" for 21st century trade rules -- and
a crucial counter to China's rising global
economic might.

The deal will bind members into a
tougher legal framework for trade, lower
tarifts and open markets.

It will also introduce new labour stan-
dards -- a sticking point for communist
Vietnam, where all labour unions are con-
trolled by the one-party state.

The establishment of independent
labour unions "may bring about some
challenges" Giau said Monday, but added
the government was open to making the
necessary reforms.

Even without the US in the mix, the now-
renamed Comprehensive and Progressive
Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership
(CPTPP) has been described as a game
changer.

It covers many rapidly growing econo-
mies that account for around 14 percent of
world trade.

Members have said the US would be
welcome to rejoin any time, and have even
opened the doors for non-Pacific countries
like Britain to come on board.

India's rice

Angola and French oil giant Total
formally launched a major new off-
shore oil project Saturday to aid the
country's economy that plunged into
crisis following oil price dips in 2014.

Project Kaombo, located in the
Atlantic ocean 250 kilometres (155
miles) from the capital Luanda, is
Angola's most significant offshore
venture and cost $16 billion.

Two boats, each more than 300
metres (985 feet) long, will pump
crude from six subsea fields spread
over an area of 800 square kilometres --

the same surface area as Paris.

A record-breaking 300 kilometre-
long network of pipes has been built
2,000 metres down to bring up the

hydrocarbons.

The first of the two new vessels,
Kaombo Norte, produced oil for the
first time in July and will be joined by

Angola, Total launch new
$16b offshore oil platform

its sister ship Kaombo Sul in mid-
2019,

The infrastructure will produce
230,00 barrels a day once fully opera-
tional, equivalent to 15 percent of the
country's current production.

Total has led the project in partner-
ship with Angolan state oil company
Sonangol, SSI (a joint venture
between Sonangol and China's
Sinopec), US oil major Esso and
Portugal's Galp.
