China expands ban on
solid waste imports

China will expand its ban on imports
of solid waste, local media reported
Monday, almost a year after its first
curbs caused havoc in countries that
sent their rubbish to the Asian giant.
The regulatory action -- which
expands the prohibition to 32 catego-
ries of solid waste from the 24 banned
last year -- will go into effect from
December 31, according to official
news agency Xinhua, citing four
Chinese government agencies.
Newly banned product types
include hardware, ships, auto parts,
stainless steel waste and scrap, tita-
nium and wood, Xinhua said.

The initial ban caused worldwide
problems as recyclers were cut off
from their main market for waste
material.

Globally, since 1992, 72 percent of
plastic waste has ended up in China
and Hong Kong, according to a study
in the journal Science Advances.

China bought up more than half of
the scrap materials exported by the US
last year -- but that proportion has
been falling with Beijing's regulatory
moves cutting down the types of
waste Chinese companies could buy.

China says the policy changes are
in line with a new push to protect the
environment. They suggest Beijing no
longer wants to be the world's trash

can, oreven its recycle bin.

Equally damaging for recyclers
have been more stringent policies on
the quality of waste China will allow
across its border.

For products such as cardboard
and metal, China set a contamination
level of 0.5 percent last year -- an
extremely low threshold that required
US and other recyclers to change
technology and sorting techniques to
meet the new standards.

Global plastic exports to China
were forecast to fall from 7.4 million
tonnes in 2016 to 1.5 million tonnes
in 2018, while paper exports might
tumble nearly a quarter, according to

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Japan's trade surplus with US
shrinks further in October

Japan's politically sensitive trade sur-
plus with the United States shrank
furtherin October, the fourth consecu-
tive monthly decline, official data
showed Monday.

The figure also showed an overall
global trade deficit, as increases in
imports of crude oil and liquefied
natural gas overwhelmed a rise in
exports of cars and engines. The sur-
plus with the US came in at 573.4
billion yen ($5 billion) in October, a
year-on-yeardecline of 11.0 percent.

Exports of automobiles, engines
and machines used for aircraft rose
while imports of grains, liquefied
petroleum gas and crude also grew.

President Donald Trump has
reportedly described Japan as his next
target after China as he seeks to reduce
the US trade deficit.

And Vice President Mike Pence
reiterated last week Washington's
position that US businesses have faced
unfairobstaclesinJapan.

"The United States has had a trade
imbalance with Japan for too long.
American products and services too

often face barriers to compete fairly in
Japanese markets,” he said, after talks
with Japanese Prime Minister Shinzo
AbeinTokyo.

Japan has watched nervously as
Trump's government has imposed
tariffs on Chinese goods and criticised
Beijing for its currency policy. US and
Japanese officials are expected to begin
trade talks in January.

Japan logged an overall global trade
deficit of 449.3 billion yen ($4 bil-
lion), the first deficit in the past two
months, as imports rose 19.9 percent
while exports grew just 8.2 percent.
