India's top sugar producing state
to keep prices unchangea

India's biggest sugar producing state, Uttar
Pradesh, will keep prices that mills must pay
to cane growers on hold in the current sea-

son, a senior government official told

Reuters on Saturday.
In India, the world's biggest sugar con-

sumer, the federal government fixes the
price that cane growers receive each year, but
Lttar Pradesh's state government typically

raises them in a bid to appease farmers,
stoking discontent among sugar mills.

The state government this year decided to
keep the prices unchanged as any increase
further would have damaged the financial
health of the loss-making mills, said a
senior state official who declined to be
named in line with government policy.

For the season that ended on Sept. 30,
Uttar Pradesh fixed the cane price at 315
rupees ($4.52) per 100 kilogram.

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Deutsche Bank
chieft dismisses
speculation
of takeover

Deutsche Bank is not at risk of a takeover, its chief
executive told a German weekly paper after its
shares fell to a record low on Friday in the wake of a
two-day raid related to money laundering allega-
tions.

Speculation about a possible merger has continued
despite the bank's dismissal in September of reports
that it could consider tie-ups with Switzerland's UBS
(UBSG.S) or German peer Commerzbank.

"I don't have any indication of that,” Christian
Sewing told Bild am Sonntag. “We are on track to
make our first profit for three years. It is only a matter
of time before this progress is reflected in the share
price.”

Sewing's remarks followed the two-day raid as part
of an investigation linked to the so-called Panama
Papers leak of documents about offshore finance.

Police searched the offices of all the bank's board
members, Sewing said.

“But that is okay, I don't have a problem with that. I
want this matter to be cleared up as soon as possible,”
he told the newspaper.

Investigators are looking at the activities of uniden-
tified Deutsche Bank employees alleged to have
helped clients to set up offshore firms to launder
money, the Frankfurt prosecutor's office said.

“It's about two employees who, at the time, helped
to work through everything surrounding the issue of
the Panama Papers. In my view the presumption of
innocence clearly applies until proven otherwise,”
Sewing told the paper.

“Since the publication of the Panama Papers in
2016 we have reviewed the whole issue and, in doing
s0, cooperated closely with the regulatory authorities.
For us the case was concluded.”

Asked whether he had made any mistakes, Sewing
said: "l am at peace with myself and [ am doing my job
aswellasIcan.

“Of course, | would never say that I'm not making
mistakes. But if 1 do, I correct them as quickly as
possible.”

New G20 chair wants trade
imbalances on 2019 agenda

Japan will put issues ranging from global trade
imbalances to the impact of aging populations
on the agenda when it chairs next year's meet-
ings of leaders from the Group of 20 major
economies, government officials said.

At the end of the G20 summit in Buenos
Aires, Finance Minister Taro Aso unveiled
the “priority issues” to be taken up by his
counterparts and central bank governors
next year when Japan takes over the chair-
manship from Argentina.

Japan will host a G20 financial leaders’
meeting in Fukuoka in western Japan on
June 8-9, followed by a leaders' summit in
Osakaon June 28-29.

Tokyo will assert that global current
account imbalances should be fixed via
multilateral policy coordination rather than
bilateral trade deals, the officials said. They
declined to be identified because they are
not authorized to talk to the media.

Excessive imbalances should be adjusted
by improving the ratio of investment and
saving through macroeconomic policy and
structural reform, they added.

Global imbalances had once been a key

topic at G20 meetings with a focus on each
country's current account balance, or the
overall flow of money including, but not
confined to, trade.

This approach runs counter to President
Donald Trump's focus on narrowing the
U.S. trade deficit using import tariffs and
bilateral deals. His "America First” policies
and the US-China trade war have overshad-
owed debates at recent G20 meetings.

Japan's plans underscore Tokyo's view
that instead of focusing too much on bilat-
eral trade imbalances, there should be more
emphasis on overall capital flows and struc-
tural factors behind the US deficit - such as a
lack of domestic savings.

Saddled with its own aging population
and the industrial world's heaviest public
debt burden, Japan will also highlight the
issue of aging and its impact on fiscal and
monetary policies at next year's G20 meet-
ings, the officials said.

Bank of Japan Governor Haruhiko
Kuroda has said an aging population could
pose “serious challenges” for central banks,
as it undercuts economies' growth potential
and requires them to use more monetary
firepower than before to boost growth.
