Sand is being lifted illegally from
the mouths of three rivers, which
converge in the Bay, for filling up
the construction site of a pri-
vately owned power plant,

The 307 Megawatt coal-fired
ISO Tech Power is being built in
Nishanbaria area around five
kilometres west of Taltali upazila
headquarters. The sand is
brought from the rivers to the
construction site through eight-
kilometre-long pipe.

The plant is being set up at a cost
of around Tk 4,000 crore. Two
private companies, ISO Tech
Electrification Limited and
Barishal Electric Power Company

Ltd, are jointly setting it up and
formally started construction work
on June 25 this year.

Locals said a heavy dredger
started lifting the sand from the
mouths of the Baleshwer, Bishkhali
and Payra rivers over three weeks
ago and has been working continu-

ously.
Al-Amin, a fisherman of
Nishanbaria, said they cannot

catch fish due to the pipes set up
there, adding that they are passing
hard days as they are not getting
any income,

Sultan Sikder, a local resident,
said Shuvo Sandhya beach and the
adjacent forest land under the
upazila are facing serious threat of

Taltali Upazila Forest Officer
Nayan Mistri said erosion could be
severe due to unplanned sand
lifting from the river, and the
reserve forest and beach would be
affected badly:.

“I have informed the district
administration about the matter,
asking them to take immediate
steps in this regard, " he added.

Toufiquzzaman Tanu, chairman
of Chotobogi Union Parishad, also
lessor of balu mahal, said the com-
pany is lifting sand without permis-
sion, although it was told several
times not to do so.

“l have informed the district
administration about the matter
as the company does not listen to

Clinics, diagnostic
centres mushroom

Defy govt rules in Mirzapur

The court fined Al Madina Clinic and
Diagnostic Centre at the upazila headquar-
ters Tk 20,000 for not renewing its license,
unhygienic environment and hiring
untrained nurses.

The court fined Bikash Hospital Tk
10,000 on charge of having more beds than
the approved number,

The court also fined Rangdhanu Clinic
and Diagnostic Centre at Gorai Tk 50,000
for not having a resident doctor and trained
nurses, unhygienic environment, and for
not renewing its license.

The executive magistrate told this corre-
spondent that the private clinics and diag-
nostic centres were fined under Section 9 of
Medical Practice and Private Clinics and
Laboratories Ordinance of 1982 and
Section 62 of Consumer Rights Protection
Actof 2009.

The owners of the private clinics and
diagnostic centres were also ordered to
ensure proper treatment facilities, he said,
adding that such drives will be launched
every week against the local private clinics
and diagnostic centres.

OUR CORRESPONDENT, Tangail

A large number of private clinics and diag-
nostic centres have sprung up at Mirzapur
upazila, violating the government rules.

Despite the presence of 750-bed
Kumudini Hospital as well as an upazila
health complex, around 30 private clinics
and diagnostic centres have been opened at
the wupazila headquarters and Pakulla,
Jamurki, Gorai, Deohata and Bashtoil areas
in the last few years, locals said.

Many of the clinics and diagnostic cen-
tres do not have license, fulltime doctors or
trained nurses, they said, adding that the
private clinics that have licenses do not
renew them regularly.

A mobile court launched a drive against
three such private clinics and diagnostic
centres on Monday and realised Tk 80,000
in total as fine from them for different alle-
gations.
