used for transportation and fishing pur-
poses.

These boats are fuel-inefficient and
the majority of them depend on
imported diesel, resulting in a compar-
atively high operation and mainte-
nance cost. Besides, diesel-run boats
cause harm to the environment, dis-
charging oil and chemical substances
into water.

Considering the adverse impacts,
SREDA, with the assistance of UNDP
Bangladesh, has produced five solar energy-
based boats, which are operational in
Hatirjeel in Dhaka, Panam Lake in
Narayanganj and Foy's Lake in Chattogram
on a pilot basis.

Dr Md Taibur Rahman, project manager

Sustainable Renewable Power
Generation Project of UNDP Bangladesh,
said the limit of carbon outflow from a solar
boat is zero and that is why solar boats are
suitable for water routes.

About the environmental benefits of
the solar boats, he said the use of about
6.67 litres of diesel, worth Tk 494, will be
decreased daily by a solar-powered boat
while each boat will reduce 5.89 tonnes
of annual carbon dioxide outflow. “A
solar boat is hundred percent environ-
ment-friendly and doesn't emit green-
house gases,” he added.

Taibur said once the fibre-based solar
boats are produced commercially, the cost
of a boat will be about Tk 3 to 4 lakh, which
will be affordable for boatmen.

The government has adopted a plan to
introduce solar-powered passenger boats,
aiming to curb water pollution, provide a
safe home to aquatic species, and enhance
the living standards of local people.

“Generally, fuel-run small boats are
being used for carrying passengers on
short-length waterways in the country.
Instead of the fuel-run boats, we are think-
ing of introducing solar boats to save
energy and environment,” said Siddique
Zobair, a member of Sustainable &
Renewable Energy Development Authority
(SREDA).

He said SREDA has already built five
conventional solar-powered boats which
are plying the waterways on an experimen- of
tal basis. “If we can build fibre-glass based
boats with solar panels, the boats will be
sustainable,” he added.

But Zobair said that entrepreneurs
must come forward to produce fibre-glass
boats commercially to make those cost
effective.

“We've already held a meeting with a
Chattogram-based French agency to know
about the cost of fibre-glass boats. We are
also communicating with Chinese firms,
which produce them, " he said.

According to official statistics, the coun-
try has 24,140km of waterways comprising
about 800 rivers and their branches.

JU suspends 4 students
including two BCL men

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The Jahangirmagar University (JU) authorities have suspended

four students, including two Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL)

members of the university unit, centering two separate incidents.
JU Acting Registrar Rahima Kaniz confirmed the matter

of suspension through an official order yesterday.

The suspended students are master's students Mazedul
Hasan Robin of the chemistry department and Ashraful
Islam Dip of the philosophy department; and third-year
students Rayhan Patwary of the geological sciences depart-
ment and Nasim Ahmed of the fine arts department.

Among them, Robin, Dip and Rayhan have been sus-
pended for two years over mugging on the campus while
Nasim has been suspended over an incident of sexual
harassment on October 29.

In the official order, the suspended students have been
announced as “unwanted” in the campus area. They will not be
able to stay in the university dormitories and will be handed
over to law enforcement officials if found on the campus, the
ordersaid.

Among the suspended students, Robin is assistant secre-
tary of JU BCL and Rayhan is a JU BCL activist. They were
residents of Mowlana Bhashani Hall and Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman Hall respectively.

Dip had involvement with JU BCL two years ago. He
became inactive when BCL activists of AFM Kamaluddin
Hall drove him out of the dormitory concerning an internal
conflict.

Zia is behind bars on corruption charges her supporters
say were politically motivated to keep her out of the race.

The opposition is yet to nominate a challenger to Hasina,
with other key figures in exile or also languishing in prison.

“The opposition is being arrested in hordes, " Alam said.

Rights groups have accused Hasina of stifling dissent by
wielding draconian laws to curb free speech, and using
police and the courts to intimidate opponents.

Alam said it was vital that Bangladesh, and its democratic
champions, did not lose sight of what was at stake and kept
up the fight in the coming weeks.

“We live in a free country, supposedly. Why not let people
speak their will?” he said.

"It is time for me and everyone else to ensure a free, fair
and participatory election takes place. And all of us should
do everything in our power to ensure that happens.”
