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3 remanded

As it did not do so, the situation created fear among
voters, especially those who are young, she added.

Sara criticised the EC's decision of limiting internet
access on polls day, saying such decision will deprive voters
from using digital platform on the “most important day".

Gonoshasthaya Kendra founder Dr Zafrullah Chowdhury
said EC's decision over limiting vehicular movement on polls
day will discourage many from exercising their voting rights.

A key figure of the Jatiya Oikyafront, Zafrullah alleged
both the ruling party and the chief election commissioner
were working against the opposition alliance.

Prof Asif Nazrul of Law Department of Dhaka University
said attacks on candidates have intensified in the past few days,
while voters were discouraged to cast vote.
