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UNDP, govt sign $33m
climate adaptation project

UNB, Dhaka

The government and the UNDP yester-
day signed an agreement to imple-
ment a $33 million project, to build
adaptive capacity of women to cope
with impacts of climate change.

Secretary to Economic Relations
Division (ERD) Monowar Ahmed
and UNDP Country Director Sudipto
Mukherjee signed the project docu-
mentat the ERD yesterday.

Mahmud A Shameen Beni, addi-
tional secretary of the women and
children affairs ministry, signed the
document as implementing partner.

The funding will be utilised for a
six-year project, “Enhancing adap-
tive capacity of coastal communities
especially women to cope with
climate change-induced salinity”
expected to benefit about 7 lakh
people, half of whom are women
living in southwestern districts.

No room for boarders
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Chowdhury Mess on Green
Road, which has 72 tin-roofed
rooms — accommodating more than
300 service holders, businessmen
and students - had a handful of
residents yesterday.

Meanwhile, Dhaka Metropolitan
Police put up a notice on its website
saying that it had given no instruc-
tion for single boarders to leave
boarding houses in the capital.

A member of the management of
Master-er Mess at Nababerbagh
near Mirpur Beribadh said police
had asked the residents — mostly
rickshaw-pullers, labourers, auto-
rickshaw drivers and small traders -
to show them documents like
national identity cards, inquired
about their work and where they are
from,

Intimidated, more than half of
the residents left the mess last week.

Journos can
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ensure mobility of journalists
for election observation and
media coverage. On
December 21, an EC guideline
for journalists mentioned that
no EC sticker would be given
for motorcycles.

Meanwhile, the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs in a state-
ment yesterday said nine
international organisations
and a dozen foreign mis-
sions are set to observe the
election with their 188
observers.

In addition, 56 foreign
journalists and media per-
sonnel are set to cover the
election. A number of them
are already in the country.

The government has
already set up an
International Election
Observers' Coordination
Cell. A unit of the cell
started operating at
Sonargaon hotel while a
help desk is already opera-
tional at Dhaka airport.

AL continues

Campaign for Habibur Rahman
Molla, AL candidate in the constitu-
ency, was in full throttle. His sup-
porters were seen campaigning in
Kazla and Dholaipar around noon.
Alongside door-to-door campaign,
several rickshaws playing songs
seeking vote for "boat” were seen
plying on different roads.

Some rickshaws playing campaign
songs for Islami Andolon Bangladesh
(IAB) candidate Altaf Hossain were
also seen in the area since morning.

Dhaka-10 constituency was
decorated with posters, banners
and stickers of AL nominee Sheikh
Fazle Noor Taposh.

Some torn posters of Oikyafront
candidate Abdul Mannan were seen
hanging at City College area.

This paper talked with residents
of Dhanmondi, Hazaribagh and
Kalabagan areas. They said there is
no party except AL in the field.
Campaigns for Jatiya Party and IAB
were seen three to four days ago but

they have vanished now, locals said.

Some women activists of BNP
tried to campaign at Hazaribagh
area on December 26, but failed,
said a local.

Some said they did not even know
names of other party candidates.

No sign of election campaigns for
Oikyafront and 20-party alliance
candidates were seen across Mirpur
and Agargaon areas, which were
dominated by ruling party candi-
dates.

Posters of AL nominees Kamal
Ahmed Majumdar of Dhaka-15,
[lias Uddin Molla of Dhaka-16,
Aslamul Haque of Dhaka-14, and
Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan
Kamal of Dhaka-12 were seen every-
where.
