busy road, said witnesses, adding that the
situation became normal an hour later when
the wreckage was removed.

In Chapainawabganj, two motorbike
riders were killed as a truck hit their bike in
the town's Kalyanpur area.

Mizanur Rahman Palash, 32, and Moshiur
Rahman, 31, from College Para area in
Gomostapur upazila, died instantly, said
police.

In Chattogram, two people were killed as a
lorry fell on a CNG-run auto-rickshaw after
the former flipped over in the city's CEPZ
intersection.

The deceased -- Mohammad Raju, 28, from
Barguna, and the other whose identity could
not be known immediately -- were in the
auto-rickshaw, said police.

In Cumilla, two people were killed and
three others injured when a fruits-laden

pickup van fell into a ditch beside Dhaka-
Chattrogram highway in Putia area of
Daudkandi upazila.

The deceased are van driver Based, 33, from
the upazila; and fruits trader Jashim Uddin,
30, from Titas upazila.

The injured -- Shakhawat, 55, Abul Basar,
35, and Jibon, 28 -- were taken to Daudkandi
Upazila Health Complex.

In Feni, motorcyclist Jahidul Islam, 20, a
student of Munsirhat Fazil Madrasa, was
killed and his co-rider injured when a truck
hit their motorbike from the opposite direc-
tion in Kalabagan area of Fulgazi upazila,
said police. The injured - Abdul Jabbar - is
Jahidul's friend, said locals.

In Munshiganj, a man was killed after a bus
ran him over on Dhaka-Mawa highway near
Keyotchira bus stand in Sreenagar upazila,
said locals. The identity of the deceased could
not be known immediately.
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Nazmul Huda
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Advocate Sigma Huda appeared for him,

On November 8, 2017, the HC delivered
a verdict, commuting his jail term to four
years from seven years in the bribery case,
involving Tk 2.4 crore.

In the judgement, the HC said sentence
of Huda's wife Sigma Huda will be consid-
ered served as she had earlier served jail term
in the case.

It also ordered Huda to surrender to the
lower courtin 45 days of receiving the verdict.

On January 8 last year, the SC rejected
Huda's petition, seeking permission to file
an appeal against HC judgement without
surrendering to the lower court.

On March 21, 2007, ACC filed the case
with Dhanmondi Police Station, saying that
Huda, when he was the communications
minister in the BNP-led government, took
Tk 2.40 crore as bribe from businessman
Mir Zahir Hossain at different times in
exchange for awarding him five government
contracts for construction work, including
road renovation, worth about Tk 30 crore.

A special court on August 27, 2007, sen-
tenced Huda to seven years' rigorous impris-
onment and his wife to three years' simple
imprisonment.

Sigma was charged in the case for aiding
and abetting her husband in taking the bribe.

Following their appeal, the HC on March
20, 2011, acquitted the couple of the corrup-
tion charges. On December 1, 2014, the SC's
Appellate Division scrapped the acquittal
and asked the HC to hold a fresh hearing on
their appeal.

'Need botanical garden,

not tennis court’
BM College students stage demo

Students of Government BM
College in Barishal vyesterday
staged a demonstration and
formed a human chain, protesting
the construction of a tennis court,
damaging the decades-old botani-
cal garden on the college campus.

Samajtantrik Chhatra Front
organised the event in front of the
college.

Sagor Das, secretary of BM
College unit of the student organi-
sation presided over the rally.

Speakers at the programme said
the garden was situated at the
science block of the campus, and
was helpful to students of soil
science and botany departments.
Recently, the college authorities
started reconstruction of an aban-
doned tennis court for teachers,
felling a number of large trees and
removing a structure of the green-
house. There were 36 rare species
of trees in it, but the college
authorities destroyed some of
those, they said.

“We protest the move and demand

a stop to any construction work in the
botanical garden area,” said Manisha
Chakraborty, one of the protesters.

Naturist late Dwijen Sharma
established the botanical garden in the
1950s, when he worked at the institu-
tion as a teacher, she said.

The principal of the college,
Shafiqur Rahman, acknowledged
that the work for reconstruction of a
tennis court at cost of Tk 4 lakh was
continuing at the botanical garden
premises, cutting a Mahogany tree.
Since both the botanical garden and
tennis court existed there before, the
college authorities decided to recon-
struct the tennis court for teachers of
the college, he said.

However, this correspondent
found a number of large trees felled.

Barishal Reporters' Unity (BRU)
and Barishal Sangskritik Sangathan
Samannay Parishad also called
upon the authorities to stop recon-
struction of the tennis court.

Suvankar Chakrabarty, secretary
of Bangladesh Paribesh Andolon
(Bapa) in Barishal, said the botani-
cal garden is much more important
than a tennis court, so it must be
