Fake FB pages of
PM, family members
circulating lies: AL

Ruling Awami League (AL) yesterday alleged that false,
fabricated and confusing information are being spread on
social media platform Facebook from fake accounts and
pages in the name of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, her
sister Sheikh Rehana, daughter Saima Wazed Hossain Putul
and Rehana's son Radwan Mujib Siddiq.

In a press statement, the party urged users or administra-
tors of these accounts and pages to declare their pages as
“unofficial®, and said they would take legal action other-
wise.

It also said Sheikh Hasina, Sheikh Rehana and Saima
Wazed Hossain Putul have never had any official Facebook
account or page. The PM's son and ICT affairs adviser Sajeeb
Wazed has a verified Facebook page
(faceboook.com/sajeeb.a.wazed), and Radwan Mujib Siddiq,
also the trustee of research organisation Center for Research
and Information (CRI), has a personal Facebook account
(faceboook .com/ radwan.siddiq), which they operate them-
selves.

Aside from that, Awami League has its presence on social
media platforms with verified Facebook page
(facebook.com/awamileague.1949), verified Twitter han-
dle (twitter.com/albd1971) and YouTube account
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(voutube.com/user/myalbd), the release said.

CLASH OVER CRICKET

5 injured, 50 houses
vandalised in N'ganj

At least five people were injured and
around 50 houses were vandalised in a
clash between two groups of people,
centring a cricket match, in Narayanganj
yesterday.

The incident took place at Khagkanda
union of Araihazar upazila in the
morning.

Police identified two of the injured as
Maksuda Begum, 50, and Fahim, 20.
Identity of the three others could not be
known immediately.

Among the injured, Fahim was admitted
to Dhaka Medical College Hospital with
critical injuries.

According to police and locals, the clash
started after the two groups, led by union
parishad members of Khagkanda -- Lokman
Hossain of ward-5 and Moslem Uddin of
ward-4 -- engaged in an altercation during
an arbitration around 11am.

The arbitration was held to settle a scuffle
over a cricket match between local students
on Thursday, they added.

Around noon yesterday, Lokman along
with his aides allegedly launched the attack
in Champak Nagar area that sparked the
clash, said locals. The clash continued for

several hours, they added.

Khagkanda Union Parishad Chairman
Ariful Islam said around 50 houses were
vandalised in Champak Nagar area. The
clash also left at least five hurt.

“The situation is under control now. We
will lodge a complaint with the local police
station soon,” said the union parishad
chairman.

Contacted, Moslem Uddin claimed that
Lokman and his associates launched the
attack as some during the arbitration
blamed the students in Lokman's area for
starting Thursday's brawl.

“He [Lokman] became infuriated and left
the place. Later, he and his cohorts started
attacking people and wvandalising the
houses,” Moslem alleged.

Lokman's phone was found switched off
since the incident. This correspondent also
managed to get his another number, which
was found not working,

Akter Hossain, officer-in-charge of
Araihazar Police Station, told The Daily
Star that they had to deploy additional
forces to bring the situation under con-
trol. He said once police receive a com-
plaint, appropriate legal action will be
taken in this regard.

The OC also said Lokman is on the run.

Six 'tobbers and
their aides' held

Rapid Action Battalion (Rab) yesterday detained six people
who the elite force claimed to be members of an inter-
district robbery gang.

The suspects were detained in different areas of Gazipur
in the early hours.

Prodip Poddar, 41, the alleged gang leader, owns a jewel-
lery shop at Aftab Plaza in Tongi, said Sarwar Bin Quasem,
commanding officer of Rab-1, at a press briefing at its media
centre in Karwan Bazar, Dhaka.

The others are: Dulal Hossain, 30, a cloth trader; Rasel,
22; Zakir Hossain, 26, a carpenter; Kokila Begum alias
Prerona, wife of Dulal; and his mother Hazera Begum
alias Ajan.

Rab also seized 62.75 grammes of gold ornaments, four
mobile phones, and Tk 11,000 in cash from them.

“Prodip used to buy robbed gold from the gang mem-
bers at a cheaper rate and then resell it,” the Rab official
claimed, adding that he also bailed out his gang members
when they were arrested, and supported them financially.

Dulal was earlier caught in a video clip while conducting
arobbery at a Tongi jewellery shop, the Rab official said.

THREE ARRESTED IN MURDER CASE
In a separate case, Rab-1 members arrested three people,
including a man who allegedly strangulated his wife, the
Rab-1 CO said.

The arrestees are Shahjahan Mia, Khokon and Mukul.

“Shahjahan, a Saudi expatriate, returned home six
months ago and often used to quarrel with his wife Afroza
Begum. On January 3, the couple locked into an altercation
and at one stage, Shahjahan strangled Afroza to death over
the issue,” the Rab official added.

Later, he dumped the body into the septic tank of his
house with the help of his friends Khokon and Mukul in
exchange of money, Rab said.
