Four more

witnesses testify

Four more prosecution witnesses yesterday gave their state-
ments before a tribunal in connection with the Holey
Artisan attack case.

The witnesses are Sanjoy Barua, an electrician of the café;
Mohammad Hossain, a security guard; Mohammad Lelin
Mollah, an employee of the café; and Tarun Gomez, man-
ager of a building adjacent to Holey Artisan Bakery.

Judge Majibur Rahman of Anti-Terrorism Special Tribunal
recorded their statements. Later, defense counsel for the
accused cross-examined the witnesses on different points.

During yesterday's hearing, six of the accused, now in jail
custody, were produced before the tribunal. Two other
accused had absconded from the scene of the incident.

On July 1, 2016, armed militants stormed the café in
Gulshan's diplomatic zone and killed 20 hostages, most of
them foreign nationals.

Earlier, eight prosecution witnesses, including the com-
plainant himself, testified in connection with the case.

On July 23 last year, Inspector Humayun Kabir of
Counter Terrorism and Transnational Crime unit pressed
charges against eight persons in the case.

On November 26, the tribunal framed charges against
the accused.

Three businessmen

denied bail

The High Court yesterday rejected the bail petitions of three
businessmen in connection with a corruption case filed over
misappropriating Tk 12.85 crore from Pubali Bank's
Chawkbazar Branch in Chattogram.

The bench of Justice Md Nazrul Islam Talukder and
Justice KM Hafizul Alam passed the order after hearing the
petitions filed by the trio seeking anticipatory bail.

The court also directed them to surrender before the
Chief Metropolitan Magistrate's court in Chattogram within
two weeks.

The accused are: Md Elias, owner of M/S SM Traders,
Abu Syed, owner of Sajeda Enterprise, and Sheikh
Mohammad Obaidullah, owner of M/S Meem Trade
International,

On January 13, Pubali Bank authorities filed the case
with Chawkbazar Police Station in the port city, accusing
five persons including the trio and two bank officials, for
misappropriating Tk 12.85 crore from the bank, said
Deputy Attorney General AKM Amin Uddin Manik.

The three accused Elias, Syed and Obaidullah appeared
before the HC bench yesterday seeking anticipatory bail in
the case.

Advocate Momtaz Uddin Ahmed Mehedi appeared for
the petitioners while Advocate Khurshid Alam Khan argued
for the Anti-Corruption Commission.

HC order on petition against
oath-taking of MPs today

The High Court will deliver its order today
on a writ petition that challenged the legal-
ity of oath-taking of lawmakers elected in
the December 30 national election.

Advocate Md Taherul Islam Tawhid filed
the petition on January 14, praying to the
HC to issue a rule asking the Election
Commission and the government to
explain why the oath taking should not be
declared illegal.

The lawyer also sought necessary HC
orders on the authorities concerned to
block the new lawmakers from discharging
their functions.

The HC bench of Justice Moyeenul Islam
Chowdhury and Justice Md Ashraful Kamal
fixed the date after holding a hearing yester-
day.

During the hearing, Taherul's lawyer
Barrister AM Mahbub Uddin Khokon
argued that the oath-taking violated articles
123(3) and 148(3) of the constitution of
Bangladesh.

According to article 123(3)(a), parlia-
mentary election shall be held within 90
days of dissolving the incumbent parlia-
ment.
