his wife, daughter and sister.

I saw Bajlu rape my daughter,” he said.
Though his voice was shaky and a little
unclear, this correspondent could tell it took
him a lot of courage to describe the atroci-
ties that had scarred him forever.

“The incident was reported by local and
national newspapers. Law enforcers were, in
a way, forced to register a case in this regard,”
he said.

Pabitra Kumar filed the case (no 25/2001)
with Barishal Kotwali Police Station against
Bajlu as the prime accused, and BNP leader
Salam Rari. He said a judicial inquiry com-
mittee was also formed.

But, Pabitra claimed that Bajlu abducted
him and forcibly took his signature on a
blank piece of paper. “Later, we were
informed that the court had dismissed the
case as | had withdrawn it and signed docu-
ments in this regard,” he added.

Contacted on Friday, Bajlu denied the
allegations against him. "According to police
investigation and report, the case was found
to be false and fabricated. So, the court dis-
missed it,” he claimed.

He also claimed that he was accused in
the case “as part of a conspiracy by his ene-
mies to tarnish his image”.

‘I joined Awami League to work for
people,” he said. He also hoped that during

formation of the fresh AL committee of the
union, he would get an important post.

Monirul Islam Chhobi, AL president of
Barishal Sadar upazila, declined to com-
ment over the issue.

When asked, Saidur Rahman Rintu, AL
vice president of the city unit, said he is
involved with the city unit and does not
know that many people of the upazila AL or
how it functions.

On the other hand, Nurul Islam Master, AL
convener of Charmonai union, said Bajlu's
joining the party was initiated by Chhobi.
Chhobi also declined to comment on Nurul's
claim.

This correspondent also spoke to newly-
appointed State Minister for Water
Resources Zaheed Farooque on the issue. He
said he does not know the matter that well.
He will visit Barishal next week and look
into it, he added.

When this correspondent asked him
about Bajlu, the newly-elected lawmaker for
Barishal-5 (city and Sadar upazila) constitu-
ency, said, “I do not support joining of an
accused person.”

“Local union leaders [of AL] hid this
matter from me. [ will take action once I
reach Barishal,” he said. “If the allegations
of torturing and raping minority people are
found to be true, the case would be revived,”
the state minister added.

Instead of a singular affiliation, Bangladesh
and international communities should be
advocating more for justice based on other
‘propositions” of international law, he
suggested.

In his keynote paper, Muhammad
Mustafa Hossain highlighted jurisdictions in
different international laws and conventions.

He said, “Despite complexities in interna-
tional jurisdiction, the persons involved in
Rohingya genocide could be brought under
justice as per the extra-territorial jurisdiction
under Articles I and IX of Geneva Convention.”

Shahadat Hossain, assistant professor of
Bangladesh Islamic University, said, “As
there are regional players involved,
Bangladesh can arrange thorough dialogues
involving China and India.”

In his keynote paper, Quazi Omar Foysal

described on how such challenges may be
overcome.

In his closing speech, Prof Rahmat Ullah
said, “We cannot blame geo-politics. It's
part of international politics. But reality
should never ignore the rights of people. If a
nation state fails, the international commu-
nity should come forward to ensure justice.”

“1 would like to urge the Bangladesh
government to raise and pursue the way by
which we can get compensation as well as
solution to the Rohingya crisis. Otherwise,
Bangladesh will suffer,” he said.

Dr SM Masum Billah, faculty of law
department of Jagannath University; Tagbir
Huda, research specialist of Bangladesh
Legal Aid and Services Trust; and Tapos
Kumar Das, assistant professor of law at
Jahangirnagar University, among others,
spoke on the occasion.

“Readers' as well as publishers' interest in creative books is
on the rise,” said Farid Ahmed, president of Academic and
Creative Publishers' Association of Bangladesh, and also
publisher of Somoy Prokashoni.

"Book fair is such an event that every publisher wants to
be a part of, as it is the biggest congregation of readers, writ-
ers, poets and publishers” he said.

The fair began informally in 1972 on Bangla Academy
premises. In 1978, the academy officially took the responsi-
bility of organising the book fair every year. It was named
Amar Ekushey Granthamela and a guideline was formu-
lated in 1984. The fair venue was extended to Suhrawardy
dyan in 2013 to accommodate more participants as well as
to have more breathing space for book lovers.

According to Bangla Academy, 460 publishing houses and
others joined the fair in 2018, 450 in 2017, 401 in 2016 and
353 in 2015. According to estimates of previous book fair
committees, the combined sale at the book fair was about Tk
65 crore in 2017, Tk 40.5 crore in 2016 and Tk 21.95 crore in
2015, Besides, 3,646 new books hit the fair in 2017, 3,444
new titlesin 2016 and 3,700 new booksin 2015.

Publishers of creative books (novels, short stories, poetry
etc) said the majority of the year's business takes place
during the book fair. Each year, publishers try to unveil
almost all their new books at the fair, they added.

About 90 percent of sales of creative books take place in the
month-long book fair, Farid Ahmed said, adding that they do
not have any estimate of the total amount ofbook sales in a year.

Jalal said the fair committee would hold a lottery on Monday
to finalise placements of the allocated stalls at the fair.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina is expected to inaugurate
the fair on February 1. The fair will remain open from 3pm
to 8:30pm on weekdays, from 11am to 8:30pm on week-
ends, and from 8am to 9pm on February 21 -- International
Mother Language Day.

vehicle. The government will fix the lifetime and fares of
electric vehicles used for rental services.

An electric vehicle means it is run by electric power stored
in a rechargeable battery, as per the draft. However, battery-
run rickshaws and bicycles will not come under the purview
of the guidelines.

But, at a meeting on January 6, Nazrul Islam, secretary of
RTHD, who presided over the meeting, said the issues men-
tioned in the draft guidelines are already there in existing laws.

He said electricity-run vehicles can be controlled with
section 53 of Motor Vehicle Ordinance, 1983, so a new
guideline may not be required. He rather proposed that a
team would visit India.

Members of the team are: Nur Mohammad Mazumder,
joint secretary of the division; Mahbub-E-Rabbani, director
(road safety) of BRTA; Shafiquzzaman Bhuiyan, deputy
director (engineering) of BRTA and Sanaul Haque, assistant
director (engineering) of BRTA.

Another member of the committee said they received a
letter about the tour on January 14, and the date for India
visit has not been fixed yet.

About the January 31 deadline, he said, “I don't think it
would be possible.”

He said one member of the committee was abroad and
they have to talk to Indian officials over the visit, so it would
take time.

Although a very few electric cars have been operating in
the country now, around 10 lakh battery-run easy-bikes --
battery-powered three-wheelers used as public transport --
are plying the streets, said people involved in the transport
sector.

The Road Transport and Highways Division had taken the
initiative to formulate the guidelines after receiving applica-
tions from some individuals for registration of electric cars.

On April 30 last year, the division wrote to the BRTA to
take necessary measures for preparing the guidelines to
allow registration of such vehicles. BRTA sent the draft guide-
line to the division on November 25 last year.

without permission is illegal, it continues unabated. As a result,
landslides occuralmost every year in hilly areas,” he said.

Contacted, Tofail Islam, deputy commissioner of
Moulvibazar, said they are conducting regular drives against
hill cutting. “"People should be made aware of the conse-
quences of razing hills. If they inform us about illegal hill
cutting, we will take measures right away.”

Sadi Ur Rahim Zadid, assistant commissioner (land) of
Kulaura upazila, said the administration on Thursday fined
three persons Tk 50,000 in Jalalabad area of the upazila for
razing hills.

They are Abdul Basit, 45, Lal Mia, 39, and Shafiqur
Rahman, 47, all residents of Jalalabad. The administration
also seized the truck they were using.

“We will take action against those involved in hill cutting,
regardless of who they are,” he added.
