Susmita Islam (Rekha), was born in Kolkata on December 19th, 1926 to Tridip Nath Ray and Kalyani
Ray. The eldest of 5 siblings, Susmita was the last surviving member of her family.

She received her Honors in Bengali from the University of Calcutta. In 1947, she married Captain
Mustafa Anwar, who was an Air Force pilot in British India and the eldest son of poet Golam
Mustafa. The couple had two children - Prodip Anwar and Babli Anwar. Musicians and poets often
frequented their Park Circus home in Calcutta, as they harbored a passion for Bengali music and
literature. In 1959, tragedy struck when a plane crash led to the untimely death of Captain Anwar,

who was a senior pilot with PIA.

A month after her husband’s death, Susmita chose to pursue a Bachelor of Education from Dhaka
University. She completed her Masters in Education, and took on the roles of teacher and
Housemistress at the Residential Model School. In 1964, Susmita received a scholarship for higher
studies in Education at the University of Colorado, USA. Upon her return in 1965, Susmita joined IER,
Dhaka University as a Sr. lecturer, while also being the first Principal of the University Laboratory
School. She continued to teach in Dhaka till 1971. She then became a Research Fellow at the

Harvard Graduate School of Education.

In June 1973, Susmita married Riazul Islam in London. Their time was cut short when in 1976, Riazul
Islam passed away from Leukemia. Susmita then embarked on a career as a Community Worker in
the Borough of Wandsworth, London, supervising projects for Asian women. In 1979 she returned
to Dhaka and towards the end of her career, was a Consultant for UNICEF,

In her later years, she went on to become an established writer. In addition to her essays and

columns, she published two memoirs, “Phire Phire Chai” and “Amar Din Guli".

Susmita Islam is survived by her daughter, Monisha Anwar Hugq (Babli), son-in-law Mahmudul Hug,
daughter-in-law, Nasreen Anwar (Swapna), 4 granddaughters Farheen, Farzeen, Noureen, Proma and
3 great-grandchildren Zara, Zayna, Aiden. Her son, Captain Prodip Anwar predeceased her in 2013.
