Director of Operations and Maintenance
of Fire Service and Civil Defence Maj AKM
Shakil Newaz said generating awareness
among people is very important so that they
do not allow any chemical store or ware-
house in their area.

Local councillors also can play an impor-
tant role in this regard, he said. “It is very
difficult to locate this kind of warehouses as
they do this business secretly,” he said.

Chief Inspector of Department of
Explosives Shamsul Alam said they have not
given any permission to set up any store or
chemical storehouse in old town for the last
seven to eight years.

Councillor of ward-35 of DSCC Md Abu
Sayeed said in his knowledge there is no illegal
chemical warehouse. If there are any, they must
be operating secretly, he said. “We will again take
action ifwe find such kind of warehouses.”

Arif Hossain, general secretary of
Bangladesh Chemical and Perfumery
Association, said they will relocate their
warehouses and showrooms after allotment
