The accident occurred while Faridul
was crossing a road, the OC quoted
locals as saying,

Police detained the truck driver.

In Sylhet, a six-year-old child was
killed and 22 injured as a bus plunged
into a roadside ditch in Kotalpur area of
Kanaighat upazila.

The deceased is Tasmia, daughter of
Samir Ali from Kajalshar area of
Zakiganjupazila, said police.

Bajitpur road in Saburer Khal area of
Astagram upazila.

Nasu Bhuiyan, 60, from Kalapara village was
declared dead at Astagram Upazila Health
Complex, said Sumon Sarker, officer-in-
charge (investigation) of Astagram Police
Station.
