Rab busts Phensedyl factory, seizes materials
used in making the contraband drug in Cumilla

Members of Border Guard Bangladesh
(BGB) destroyed a large quantity of seized
drugs worth Tk 8 crore from
Chapainawabganj while Rapid Action
Battalion (Rab) busted a Phensidyl factory
in Cumilla yesterday, report our correspon-
dents.

The border guards have recently
seized 54,232 bottles and seven litres of
Phensidyl, 22 kg and 390 grams of her-
oin, 2,539 bottles and 130 litres of
liquor, 14.2 kg of cannabis, 27,502 yaba
pills, 369 sedative tablets and 1,645
ampoules of sedative injections from
different areas in Chapainawabganj,
said Lt Col Sajjad Sarwar, commanding
officerof BGB 53 Battalion.

Yesterday, the drugs were destroyed in
presence of BGB officials and the district
administration, he said.

Col Mushfiqur Rahman Masum, sec-
tor commander of BGB in Rajshahi,
AZM Nurul Haque, deputy commis-
sioner, TM Mojahidul Islam, superinten-
dent of police, Lt Col Sajjad, command-
ing officer (CO) of BGB 53 Battalion,
and Lt Col SM Salahuddin, CO of BGB
59 Battalion.

Meanwhile, Rab busted a Phensidyl
factory in Chauddagram upazila of Cumilla
and arrested a man in this connection.

The arrestee is Shamim Ahmmed Asru,
35, son of Shah Alam Farazee of Boronkora
Uttarpara in the upazila.

Shamim has been involved in manufac-
turing drugs for long, said Additional
Superintendent of Police Sheikh Billal
Hossain of Rab-2.

Tipped-off, the elite force raided
Shamim's poultry farm and seized fine
sugar, sugar syrup and spirit used for manu-
facturing Phensidyl.

21 BNP, Jamaat men
sent to jail

A Bagerhat court yesterday sent 21 leaders and activists of
BNP and Jamaat-e-Islami to jail in two separate sabotage
cases filed in 2017 and 2018.

Jamaat leader Kohinoor Sardar, vice chairman of Mongla
Upazila Parishad, is also among the 21 jailed.

Judge Golak Chandra Biswas of Bagerhat District and
Sessions Judge's Court sent the accused to jail after hearinga
bail petition filed by them around noon, said Kazi Daud
Hossain, the court inspector.

The other accused include Jamaat leader Mohammad
Hossain, councillor of ward 6 in Mongla port municipality;
Jamaat leader Mohammad Yunus Ali, councillor of ward 3
in the same municipality; Jamaat leaders Babar Mussalli
and Zahid Molla; Mahbubur Rahman Manik, organising
secretary of BNP's Mongla municipality unit; Jubo Dal
leader Abu Hossain Pani; Jativatabadi Chhatra Dal leader
Abul Kashem; and BNP leaders Golam Hossain, Faruk and
Ruhul.

Court Inspector Kazi Daud said the two separate sabo-
tage cases were filed against the accused with Mongla Police
Stationin 2017 and 2018.

In one case, 15 people including BNP leader Mahbubur
Rahman Manik were accused, while in the second case, six
people including Jamaat leader Kohinoor Sardar were
accused, he added.
