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BNP expells nine leaders

in two upazilas

The action followed the 9 men's decision to join UZ polls

in defiance of party's instruction

BNP has expelled its nine leaders for
deciding to participate in the upcom-
ing upazila parishad elections in
Kishoreganj and Pabna violating the
party decision.

Election to 13 wupazilas in
Kishoreganj will be held on March
24, reports our Mymensingh corre-
spondent.

In a letter signed by BNP Senior
Joint Secretary General Ruhul Kabir
Rizvi Ahmed on Monday evening, the
four leaders were expelled from the
party post and their primary member-
ship was also cancelled, said Md
Mazharul Islam, secretary of
Kishoreganj district unit BNP.

The expelled leaders are Kamrun
Nahar Luna, an executive member of

district BNP, Al Mamun, secretary of
Bhairab upazila Jubo Dal, Abul
Kashem Khan, vice president of
Tarail upazila BNP, and Asma Akter,
joint organising secretary of District
Mohila Dal.

Of them, Luna is in the race for
chairman post from Kishoreganj Sadar
uapzila while the rest are running for
vice chairman post from Bhirab, Tarail
and Karimganj upazilas.

Luna is facing Awami League nomi-
nated candidate Sakauddin Ahmad
Rajon, former president of district
BCL, in the election.

In Pabna, although central BNP has
decided not to participate in any polls
under the Awami League government,
five expelled Faridpur upazila BNP
leaders are taking part in the upazila
parishad election.

Election to the upazila will be
held on March 28, reports our cor-
respondent.

Faridpur upazila BNP president Md
Johurul Islam Bokul, also the chair-
man candidate, its vice president
Nasrin Parvin Mukti, joint secretary
Masud Rana Liton, organising secre-
tary Md Jiaur Rahman and publicity
secretary Md Samsul Alam were
expelled from the party on February 28
and March 12 for deciding to partici-
pate in the election.

They are expelled from their post
and primary membership of the party
for violating party rules and regula-
tion, said Md Johurul Islam, office
secretary of Pabna district unit BNP.

Bokul said he is contesting the
election according to the demand of
the people in his upazila.

Cracks have developed on a newly built culvert at Kuripaika
village in Patuakhali Sadar upazila due to use of 'low quality’

construction materials.

On Sunday, Abu Bakkar alias Kabir Mollah, a resident of the area,
submitted a written complaint to the deputy commissioner demand-

ing lawful steps in this regard.

District level officials have already visited the spot and found the

allegation true.

Md Rafiqul Islam, upazila project implementation officer (P1O),
said the 40-foot-long culvert was built on Kumarkhali canal near
Kuripaika High School at a cost of Tk 30.77 lakh in 2017-18 fiscal year.

Maa Enterprise, a construction firm, built it recently:.

Locals alleged that cracks developed in some points of the newly built
culvert as its contractor used sub-standard construction materials.

The authorities concerned built the culvert on the canal considering
interest of locals as around 5,000 people, including school goers, cross

the canal daily, said Kabir Mollah.

Contractor constructed it by using low quality materials, though it

is the only means to go to district headquarters, he said.

Arifur Rahman, another local resident, said the authorities should

take immediate steps against the contractor in this regard.

Refuting the allegation, Md Sahidul Islam, contractor of the
project, said he constructed the culvert as per schedule and there

were no irregularities.
He further denied making any comment over the matter.

Md Nazrul Islam, district relief and rehabilitation officer, said he
visited the spot two days back and found that the allegation is true.
The culvert may collapse any time due to use of low quality con-

struction materials, he said.

He has already informed the higher authorities about the

matter, said Nazrul.

Contacted, Md Hemayet Uddin, additional deputy commissioner
(general), said they got an allegation over the matter and lawful steps

would be taken after proper investigation.

Illegal drug dealer
gets life term RI

A court here yesterday sentenced a man to life term
rigorous imprisonment (RI) in connection with a case
filed with Shibganj Police Station under Narcotics
Control Actin 2016.

The convict, Saidur Rahman, 58, son of Moslem Morol,
is a resident of Uttar Chandpur village in Shibganjupazila.

Chapainawabganj Additional District and Sessions
Judge Shawkat Ali also fined the convict Tk 50,000. In
default, he is to suffer three years more in prison.

According to the prosecution, acting on a tip-off, a team
of Rapid Action Battalion (Rab-5) raided Saidur's house on
March 12 in 2016 and recovered 1984 bottles of banned
Indian Phensidyl syrup from a cowshed at the house.

They detained Saidur from the spot and filed a case with
Shibganj Police Station against him the following day.

After investigation, Sub Inspector Hafizur Rahman
of the police station pressed charges against Saidur on
May 31 the same year.

600 bottles of Phensidyl
from a rice-laden truck at
Pancha-rastar More in
Ghior upazila and
arrested a man in this
connection yesterday.
The arrestee 1s Jamir Ali, 37,
son of late Abdul Ali of
Jadurchar village at Savar in
Dhaka, said Additional
Superintendent of Police
Mohammad Atiqul Haque
of Rab-4.
