Three held
with 5,900
yaba pills

Department of Narcotics
Control (DNC),
Chattogram yesterday
arrested three persons with
5,900 yaba tablets in the
port city.

The arrestees were iden-
tified as Ruhul Amin, 55;
Md Majed, 20; and Md
Jinnah, 20; said Shamim
Ahmed, deputy director of
DNC in Chattogram
Metropolitan.

Ruhul was arrested with
1,400 contrabands at
Karnaphuli Shah Amanat
Bridge Link Road area,
while Majed and Jinnah
were held at Cinema Palace
area with 2,000 and 2,500
tablets in their possession
respectively, Shamim added.

In primary interroga-
tion, the arrestees admitted
that they brought the pills
from Teknaf to Cox's Bazar,
he said, adding they were
handed over to police.

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South Asian countries
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Prof Mohammad Tamim, pro-vice chan-
cellor of Brac University, opined that prob-
lems among South Asian countries, which
have impact on energy security of
Bangladesh, can be resolved through
regional cooperation and cross-border
trade.

Speaking at the working session, energy
expert Khondkar Abdus Saleque opined
that more generation of power is not needed
at this stage, because some of the surplus
generation from Bangladesh can be
exported to India in off-peak season. “Ban-
gladesh can't use four thousand megawatts
during off-peak.

So here is a situation: if the power grid is
completed under BBIN (Bangladesh-
Bhutan-India-Nepal), this power can flow
to any place where it is required.”

He mentioned that there is no issue of
power “export or import” in American or
Western European power grids; rather
everybody produces the power, put into
the grid and electrons move according to
demand.

“In future, if BBIN region wants to be
successful, this technical barrier has to be
removed... it needs regulation and agree-
ment on pricing,” he said.

Replying to a query, Khondkar opined
that energy security of Bangladesh is
“threatened now” as the “documented
gas reserve” is gradually being used up,
and the country's current gas deficit is 13
hundred million cubic feet, while LNG
supply “will not come” within the dead-
line.

However, Masud Ahmed, former comp-
troller and auditor general of Bangladesh
differed with Khondkar, saying, “Bangla-

desh will take measures to meet its energy
thirstin future.”

Prof Shahab Enam Khan of
Jahangirnagar University's international
relations department highlighted the politi-
cal economy of energy cooperation, in
context of different models of cooperation
like BBIN.

Mentioning the "dependency syndrome”
in technology as a major problem for
Bangladesh, he said, "Bapex, Bangladesh's
national energy organisation, was not satis-
factorily able to harness the potential the
Bay of Bengal can provide us.”

Prof Badrul Islam of Dhaka University's
geology department said Bangladesh has
lack of domestic robust technical experts to
explore oil and gas, compared to India.
"Energy cooperation has to be done in a
win-win situation.”

He termed the idea of importing gas
from Bangladesh as “wrong” while
Bangladesh's position in case of Myanmar-
Bangladesh-India gas pipeline “grossly
wrong”.

“If Bangladesh had agreed to the pipeline
with the provision that some of the gas
would be sold to Bangladesh, then we
would have very good supply of Myanmar
gas.”

Prof Muchkund Dubey, former foreign
secretary of India; Prof ljaz Hossain of
Bangladesh University of Engineering and
technology (Buet); Prof Pooja Sharma of
University of Delhi; Mollah M Amzad
Hossain, editor of Energy & Power journal
in Dhaka; Justice Sharif Lutfur Rahman;
and Rafiqul Islam, director of Bangladesh
Power Management Institute, spoke at the
conference.

Bangladesh

Masterminds
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Ibrahim, who is from a poor family, owns a car worth Tk 36
lakh and a four-storey building in Khulna city, a duplex in
Narail town and a money exchange business, the investiga-
tors said.

In the investigation that took 16 months, CID found that
the questions were mainly leaked in two ways: from the
printing press on the night before the exams and through
digital devices minutes before the exams started.

Alip Kumar Biswas, a suspended assistant director of
Bangladesh Krira Shikkha Protishthan (BKSP), is the sus-
pected mastermind of the gang that used to leak university
admission and government recruitment questions through
digital devices minutes before the exams.

Several unscrupulous schoolteachers and office assis-
tants used to provide this gang with the question papers
minutes before the exams started, CID found in its probe.

Other members then solved the questions at a suitable
place and sent the answers to examinees who had made
deals with the gang beforehand.

The 46 arrestees include 21 Dhaka University students.
Of them, six are members of the gangs and 15 are students
who cheated their ways into the university. DU authorities
had expelled them later.

The other gang that used to leak questions hours before the
examswas led by Natore District Sports Officer Rakibul Hasan.

This gang leaked the questions from a printing press in
the capital’s Indira Road from where DU's Gha unit admis-
sion test papers were printed, according to CID.

Govt reluctant
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said many lives have already been lost but the authorities are
yet to take any effective measures. "How cheap these lives
are!” he exclaimed.

“We are not against chemicals, but we don't want to lose
any lives due toit,” he said.

“The government has no willingness to relocate chemical
warehouses [from Old Dhaka] and traders have no moral
responsibility. The government doesn't value the lives of its
own people and the traders do the same, " Robaet added.

Igbal Habib, noted architect and green activist, said
almost every year people die because of fire that occurs due
to negligence. If justice was ensured in those cases, incidents
like Chawkbazar fire might not have happened.

Addressing the government, Shujan Secretary Badiul Alam
Majumdar said, “We should avoid the politics of providing
compensation. Instead, we should practice the politics of
responsibility through bringing the culprits under justice.”

At the discussion, Belayet Hossain, a chemical trader in Old
Dhaka, claimed that they “tried hard” to relocate their ware-
houses, butitdid not happen due to “bureaucratic complexity”.

Columnist and writer Syed Abul Maksud, among others,
spoke at the programme,
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
