CMP'S COUNTER-TERRORISM UNIT

Slowed down by
vehicle shortage

The Counter Terrorism (CT) unit of Chattogram
Metropolitan Police (CMP) 1s failing to act promptly during
emergencies due to shortage of vehicles.

The only vehicle it has is a 12-seater microbus which,
during operations, cannot carry the three crucial teams of
the unit: Special Weapons and Tactics (SWAT) team, Crisis
Response Team (CRT) and the bomb disposal unit.

CMP launched the counter-terrorism unit in November
last year with an aim to expedite fight against militancy in
the port city.

The Motor Transport Department provides vehicles to
the unit for pre-scheduled programmes. But during emer-
gencies, the unit suffers because the microbus cannot carry
the three teams at a time, said sources at CMP.

Moreover, the bomb disposal team and SWAT team need
to be well-equipped during emergency operations. They
need to carry heavy tools, they told this correspondent.

CMP officials said the CT unit had great achievements
in curbing militancy across Chattogram, but it was work-
ing with a number of limitations.

In Dhaka, there were several specialised vehicles for the
Counter Terrorism unit but CMP CT has only one microbus,
they said.

The unit has informed the Police Headquarters (PQ)
about the transport crisis.

Family alleges of receiving threats

Family members of former central
Jubo League leader Mohiuddin Sohel -
- who was beaten and stabbed to death
in port city's Pahartali Railway Bazar
on January 7 -- yesterday said they are
being threatened by the accused of the
murder case who are now out on bail.

Demanding fair investigation and
exemplary punishment of the accused,
the family members yesterday at a
press conference in Chattogram Press
Club said Mohiuddin was murdered in
a pre-planned way over rivalry with
Chattogram City Corporation (CCC)
councillor Saber Ahmed and Osman
Khan, a businessman of Pahartali
Bazar.

Osman is also the general secretary
of Jatiya Party's Chattogram metropol-
itan unit.

Reading out a written statement,
Md Shakirul Islam Shishir, Sohel's
younger brother, said "We were sur-
prised to learn that four accused of the
murder case, including the prime
accused, have secured bail from High
Court despite there being evidence and

video footage against them.”

“Citing the evidence of murder, we
would like to draw the HC's attention
in the bail issue of the accused, and we
believe the HC will consider the evi-
dence and take the right decision,” said
Shishir.

“Those who secured bail from the
court and their cohorts have threat-
ened us in different ways while our
family is going through a tense situa-
tion, losing our beloved brother,” he
added.

“We demand nothing but justice for
our brother through a fair investiga-
tion, and we have demanded to bring
the case under Speedy Trial Act,” said
Shishir.

Saber Ahmed, councillor of CCC's
Ward 12 and a businessman of
Pahartali Bazar, has secured a four-
week bail, while Osman Khan got one-
year bail from HC, said family and
police sources.

Talking to The Daily Star, Assistant
Commissioner of Double Mooring
zone Ashikur Rahman said, “Police
have arrested 20 persons, including 11

FIR-named accused.”

“Several arrestees testified to court
about a plot to murder Sohel,” he
added.

"Osman Khan was remanded twice,
while Saber secured bail from the court
before police arrested him in connec-
tion with the murder,” said AC
Ashikur.

He added that Sohel's family did
not tell police or investigators about
the threats issued by the accused.

However, police will look into the
matter, Ashikursaid.

Mohiuddin, a former general secre-
tary of Chattogram Commerce College
unit of Jubo League, was killed by a
mob, most of them traders, for alleged
extortion from local traders at
Pahartali Railway Bazar on January 7.

His brother Shishir filed the case,
naming 27 persons and 150 unnamed
others with Double Mooring Police
Station the following day.

After the murder, Mohiuddin's
family claimed that he was targeted as
he raised his voice against irregularities
and other crimes at the market area.

KU's soil archive to serve agriculturists, researchers

The country's first soil archive is making it
possible for anyone looking to get informa-
tion about quality of soil of different
regions, to do so from a single platform.

The information includes fertility of
land, its nutrient content, and aptness for
producing particular type of crops.

Besides, farmers, agriculturists, forest
officials, researchers and other stakeholders
will get information on which land is suit-
able for producing agricultural crops, and
which is suitable for forestation.

All these facilities are available at the soil
archive that was launched in October last
year at Acharya Jagadishchandra Basu
Academic Building of Khulna University.

The archive has so far collected 6,500 soil
samples from 1,755 plots of different
regions covering hill tracts, coastal area, the
Sundarbans and plain-land villages.

“From this archive, we can measure soil
parameters -- especially soil nutrients, by
which we can understand the fertility of land
and could provide information which land is
suitable for which plants,” said Dr Mahmood

Hossain, professor of Forestry and Wood
Technology (FWT) discipline of KLI.

“Besides, the archive has opened a new area
for forest, agriculture and soil department's
teachers and students for research,” said
Mahmood, also supervisor of the archive.

Samples were collected from two layers:
from surface to 15-centimeter depth, and
from 16-centimeter to 30-centimeter depth.

Along with soil samples, the archive
authorities are preserving other informa-
tion relating to land, to ensure sustainable
use of the data and information over time.

“Suppose if someone needs to analyse
soil parameters of Chittagong Hill Tracts, he
does not need to go to Chattogram, rather
he could collect the sample from this
archive,” said Prof Dr Shaikh Motasim
Billah, of Soil Water and Environment
(SWE) discipline of KU.

“There is huge scope of the archive to
support the research community,” said Dr
Motasim.

The archive has been set up by the joint
venture of KU and Bangladesh Forest
Department, with technical assistance of
FAO and financial assistance of USAID.

ACC conducts drive
at CCO

Anti-Corruption Commission yesterday conducted a drive
at Chattogram City Corporation (CCC) to find out alleged
anomalies in issuing trade licence.

The drive was conducted at Nagar Bhaban in Anderkilla
area,

Afterwards, Luttul Kabir Chandan, deputy director of
ACC Chattogram circle, told reporters that they got infor-
mation about anomalies at CCC in issuing trade licence.

“People alleged that they were not given any money
receipt against their licence approval. They said they were
forced to pay double the fee set by CCC, " he said.

Chandan said their inquiry revealed that there is a lack
of coordination between revenue officials and inspectors,
leading to such bad practice. “We will continue our
inquiry.”

Asked, Abu Shahed Chowdhury, secretary of CCC, told
The Daily Star that ACC wanted to know the procedure of
getting trade licence from them and they complied.

"After inspection, they went to the revenue circle to
investigate if any anomaly takes place there. We will act as
per ACC report in this regard,” he said.

4 dead, 16 injured
in road accidents

Four people died and sixteen were injured in road accidents
across two districts yesterday.

In Natore Sadar, two were killed and fifteen injured in
two separate accidents in the district's Baraigram upazila.

The deceased were identified as Saifat Ali, 40, from
Dhaptitli and Rahela Begum, 32, from Baraigram.

Faridul islam, ofiicer-in-charge (investigation) of Natore
Sadar Police Station, said Saifat was killed and 15 other
cattle traders were injured after the human haulier they were
travelling in overturned beside a road ditch.

In the same upazila, a bus ran over Rahela Begum while
she was crossing the road in Garmati area on Natore-Pabna
highway.

[n Dinajpur, at least three people, including a minor,
were killed and a man was injured in two separate road
accidents in Sadar and Birganj upazilas.

The deceased are Birganj upazila residents Jahura Begum,
50; her granddaughter Jui Akter, 5, and Chirirbandar
upazila's Hasan Ali, 42,

Jahura and Jui were on the pillion seat of Md Sajib's
motorcycle when a speeding truck hit them at Koikuri vil-
lage near Birganj-Gopalganj road at 2pm.

They died on the spot. Sajib was severely injured.

In Dinajpur Sadar upazila's Mohanpur area, Hasan
Ali was returning home on a motorcycle late Tuesday
night when a truck hit him, leaving him critically
injured.

Locals rushed him to M Abdur Rahim Medical College
Hospital where he succumbed to injuries yesterday morn-
ing.
