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DEATH OF LABANNYA

Pickup driver gives
confessional statement

Bss, Dhaka

Anisur Rahman, who was driving the
pickup that crushed Fahmida Haque
Labannya under its wheels in the capital
on April 25, gave confessional statement in
the case lodged over the incident yesterday.

Rahman made the statement under
section 164 before Dhaka Metropolitan
Magistrate Sorafuzzaman Ansari, as police
produced him before the court after end of
his four-day remand.

After recording his statement, the court
sent Anisur to jail.

On May 1, ridesharing motorbiker
Sumon Hossain whose bike Labannya was
on, made a confessional statement after
police produced him before the court after
end of his two-day remand.

Dhaka Metropolitan Magistrate Baki

Billah on April 28 placed Rahman on a
four-day remand and Sumon Hossain on a
two-day remand in the case.

Labannya, 21, a seventh-semester
student at Brac University's computer
science and engineering department, was
killed on the spot in the accident in Sher-
e-Bangla Nagar area of the capital. She
was on her way to the university from her
Shyamoli residence, according to family
sources.

Police arrested Sumon from
Mohammadpur on April 26, and pickup
driver Anisur Rahman from Ashulia the
next day.

Law enforcers in primary investigation
found that both the biker and the pickup
driver were driving indiscriminately on
that day, resulting in the tragic death of the
girl.

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economy. We need to carry out extensive research and

take necessary plans in this regard,” he stressed.
Bangladesh Bank Governor Fazle Kabir said the sector

can contribute to the country’s journey towards achieving

double-digit GDP growth.

He said, “We're providing policy support to encourage
small and medium entrepreneurs. Training programmes
should be arranged to create skilled entrepreneurs.”

“There’s a good future for SME entrepreneurs. Banks
have been instructed to provide loans to SME industries.
Entrepreneurs can get loans with special facilities from
Entrepreneurship Support Fund,” the central bank

governor said.

Md Mostagaue Hassan, chairperson of Bangladesh
Small and Cottage Industries Corporation, said they have
taken initiatives to promote the sector.

“Now, our main focus is to build SME industrial parks.
We've already visited places beside the Padma river,
especially Shariatpur-Madaripur and Munshiganj areas, to
set up two BSCIC industrial parks,” he added.

He said they need more support from the government
to develop the sector. “We'll build industrial parks on
around 20,000 acres of land in the next 10 years and
create one crore employments.”

Contacted, Industries Minister Nurul Majid Mahmud
Humayun said his ministry is organising fairs to promote
the sector so foreign investors could be aware that there is
a good atmosphere to invest in Bangladesh. “We're also
inspiring entrepreneurs at district level,” he said.

He said the ministry has taken initiatives to build
sustainable and environment-friendly industries.

The total number of SMEs in Bangladesh is estimated
to be 7,900,000, Of them, 93.6 percent are small and
6.4 percent are medium. The 2003 Private Sector Survey
estimated that there are about 6 million micro, small
and medium enterprises, with fewer than 100 employees
each. About 60-65 percent of all SMEs are located outside
metropolitan areas of Dhaka and Chattogram.

We could have gone to him and supported
him,” said Babu, as tears ran down his
cheeks.

Hridoy, an injured labourer of Rana
Plaza tragedy, said they are still alive
because of people like Himu -- who risked
their own lives to rescue the victims.

“It was not the army or firefighters,
rather it was general people and volunteers
like Himu who rescued us on that day.

Our society needs more people like Himu
bhai,” Hridoy added.

Earlier, people from different walks
of life placed flowers at his portrait,
while a documentary on him was also
screened.

On the fateful day on April 24, 2013,
Himu rushed to Savar and rescued trapped
workers and recovered bodies throughout
the 17-day rescue operation.

He later worked for the rehabilitation of
injured victims.

break following a drive at the Karwan
Bazar fish market, when we heard some
foreigners in a car on the road screaming
for help,” Rab executive magistrate Sarwoer
Alam told The Daily Star. They found two
elephants were blocking the road, and
their mahouts extorting commuters using
the mammals. One of the elephants had
put its trunk inside a car carrying the
foreigners, causing panic, he added.

When Rab asked the mahouts to pull
the elephants over, they instead tried to
intimidate by pushing the law enforcers’
vehicles aside, and made a move towards
the Panthapath-Tejgaon link road,
spreading panic along the way.

“By the time our backup force arrived,

the elephants had entered Hatirjheel,”
said Sarwoer, adding that they eventually
managed to stop the elephants, and
apprehended their riders.

“The riders were given two year jail
sentences for blocking roads and exortion,”
he said, adding that these men usually
“rent” the elephants from owners on a
daily contract for Tk 3,000, and use them
to scare people into giving them money.”

Anyone who wishes to keep elephants
as pets must obtain license, and it is
mentioned in the license that the animals
may not be used in such acts, Sarwoer said.

“We called [Mirpur| zoo officials and
escorted the elephants to the zoo. That will
be their new home,” the magistrate added.
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
