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Two men stabbed to
death in Mymensingh,

Madaripur

Two men were stabbed to death in
Mymensingh and Madaripur on Wednesday
and the day before.

A man was killed in Nurapara area
of Myemsingh's Gafargaon upazila on
Wednesday, reports our correspondent.

The deceased was Alamgir Hossain, 35,
son of Hanis Khan of Busabari village in
the upazila.

Quoting local people, Md Fayzur
Rahman, officer in charge (OC) of Pagla
Police Station in Gafargaon, said Mokbul
Hossain of the same area and his men
locked in an altercation with Alamgir over
sharing money of a stolen battery-run easy-
bike in the afternoon.

At one stage of altercation, they stabbed
Alamgir indiscriminately, leaving him
injured.

Critically injured Alamgir was rushed
to Mymensingh Medical College Hospital
(MMCH) where he succumbed to his
injuries.

The body was sent to MMCH for
autopsy, said the OC, adding that none
was arrested as of filing this report around
7:00pm yesterday:.

Both Alamgir and Mukbul were accused
in several criminals cases lodged with the
police station, said the police official.

In Madaripur, a farmer was stabbed to
death allegedly by his cousins at Motbari
village in Rajor upazila on Tuesday night,
reports our Faridpur correspondent.

The wvictim was identified as Mujibur
Rahman Beparri, 50, son of late Nawab Ali
Beparri of the village.

Police arrested one Abdul Kaker, 52,
son of Islam Morol of the same village, in

connection with the incident.

Locals said there was a longstanding
conflict  between Zahidur Rahman,
chairman of Amgram union parishad (UP),
and Zamir Khan, former chairman of the
same UP, over establishing supremacy in
the locality.

Mujibur Rahman was a supporter of
Zamir Khan. On the other hand, Mujibur
Rahman's cousins Jewel Bepari, Linkon
Bepari and Ashraf Ali are the supporters of
Zahidur Rahman.

Mujibur and his cousins often locked
into clashes over local politics and family
feud.

As a sequel to the conflict, Rubel Bepari,
son of Mujibur, locked into an altercation
with Li nkon at a local mosque during
Maghrib prayer on Tuesday.

After the incident, Linkon along with
his other brothers attacked Mujibur and
stabbed him, leaving him critically injured
when he was saying Tarabi prayers around
8:30pm.

They left the scene immediately after
the attack. Mujibur was rushed to Rajor
Upazila Health Complex where on-duty
doctor declared him dead.

Nasima Begum, the victim's wife, said
“Earlier, Jewel, Linkon and Ashraf Al
attacked my husband twice to kill him.
They killed my husband and I want justice.”

Zamir Khan said “Mujibur Rahman was
my supporter. I want justice for his murder.”

Zahidur Rahman said, "I have no
involvement with this murder. The incident
took place over family feud.”

OC Md Sahajahan Mia of Rajor Police
Station, said a man was arrested in

connection with the killing.

Good Boro harvest despite Fani

Our CORRESPONDENT, Barishal

before the cyclone.

In spite of cyclone Fani, which swept over the
southern region a few days ago, Boro farmers in
Barishal division did not face any major trouble

in harvesting their crops.

Instead, it has brought blessings to Aush
cultivation, said Taufiqul Alam, deputy director
(DD) of Department of Agriculture Extension

(DAE) in the division.

In the division, Boro harvesting is going
on in full swing, he said, adding that the
farmers harvested 40 percent of paddy

yield this year.

One lakh 46 thousand 811 hectares of land
in Barishal have been brought under Boro
cultivation this year, said Shahinur Azam Khan,
assistant director of Barishal DAE, adding that
it has already crossed 95 percent of production
target despite the cyclone.

Boro farmers of Bivishonkathi village in
Jhalakathi Sadar upazila are expecting a good

“I was a little bit worried about the
possible damage of crops by the cyclone
but I'm now delighted as I'm going to get

bumper production,” said Anil Gain, a
farmer of the village.

Sixty percent of paddy has already been
harvested in Barishal region and if the
weather is good, farmers will be able to
complete harvesting by April 30, said DAE
officials.

DD Toufiqul Alam said seasonal rain
has brought blessings for Aush cultivation
and the production may increase in
Barishal division.

About 2,45,115 hectares of land have been
targeted for Aus cultivation, he said.

A housewife was tortured allegedly
by a local union parishad (UP)
chairman and his men following
arbitration over a land dispute at
Ufarmara village in Patgram upazila
on Tuesday night.

Severely injured Mahima Begum,
45, wife of Shamsul Haque of the
village, was first taken to Patgram
Upazila Health Complex, from
where she was shifted to Rangpur
Medical College Hospital for better
treatment.

During the inhuman incident,
they also beat up Mahima'’s husband
Shamsul and son Nur Hossain, 16,
when they tried to save her from the
torture.

The duo took treatment at the
upazila health complex.

Meanwhile, victim Mahima filed
a case with Patgram Police Station

Burimari UP Chairman Abu Sayeed
Newaz Nishat, 36, on Wednesday
night, Officer in Charge (OC) of the
police station Mansur Ali said.

The other accused in the case
are UP members Rafiqul Islam,

45, son of Habibur Rahman
and Hasanuzzaman, 38, son of
Mozammel Haque, and Rubel

[slam, 30, son of Aizuddin. They all
hail from Ufarmara village in the
upazila.

Shamsul alleged that he and his
son Nur were present at the spot but
could not save Mahima as they were
also tortured by the village cops.

“I cried and appealed them not to
torture my mother, but they didn't
show any mercy to her,” Nur said,
adding that the chairman and his
men left their house after Mohima
fell to the ground and fainted.

“I wanted a fair justice from the

her opposition he delivered a partial
judgement over the disputed land,”
Mahima said.

“The chairman got angry when I
denied his partial judgement. Later,
he verbally abused me and tortured
me inhumanity,” she said, adding
that police are reluctant to arrest
any of the accused as they are locally
influential men.

Resident Medical Officer (RMO) at
Patgram Upazila Health Complex Dr
Noor Arefin said Mahima sustained
injuries in her hands, legs, back and
on the head.

Contacted, Chairman Nishat
said he or his men didn't
torture the woman rather she
was assaulted during a quarrel
between two groups of villagers
over a disputed land.

‘I went to Mahima's house to
solve the dispute,” Nishat said.

Woman's body
found in Sakhipur

Police recovered the body of an unidentified
woman from Sakhipur forest area of
Tangail yesterday.

Locals saw the body of the woman,
aged about 30, with a scarf tied to her
neck at Noyapara Pashchimpara Arambagh
under Kakrajan union in the morning and
informed the police.

A team from Sakhipur Police Station
went to the spot, recovered the body and
sent it to Tangail General Hospital for
autopsy.

Surat Hal (first inquest) report of the
body and preliminary investigation suggest
that the woman was strangled to death
at another place and later the body was
dumped there, said Amir Hossain, officer
in charge of the police station.

Investigation was going on and police
were trying to find out identity of the
woman, he added.

Man killed in Kushtia

A man was stabbed to death by rivals at Balirdia village in Daulatpur

upazila of Kushtia on Wednesday night.

The deceased was Mohibul Alam Mondol, 30, son of Jamat Mondol of

the village.

“Mohibul cut several banana trees owned by Abu Taher of the
village as the shade of the trees was causing damage to a paddy
field of Mohibul. Angered by the incident, Taher and his men caught
Mohibul and brought him to Maricha Union Parishad Chairman
Shah Alam for salish (local arbitration) on Wednesday afternoon,”
said Nazrul Islam, officer in charge (OC) of Daulatpur Police

Station.

During the arbitration, men of Abu Taher and his brother Piltu attacked
Mohibul in presence of the chairman at about 4:30pm.
They stabbed Mohibul with sharp weapons, leaving him badly

injured.

Mohibul was rushed to Daulatpur Upazila Health Complex and
later shifted to Kushtia General Hospital where he died at about

11:30pm.

A murder case was filed against eight people and police continued

drives to arrest the killers, the OC said.
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
