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INDIAN LOK SABHA POLLS 2019

Modi, Rahul'’s polls
campaign explained

As campaigning for the seventh and the last phase of
the national election comes to an end, we try to decode
the science behind Prime Minister Narendra Modi and
Congress chief Rahul Gandhi’s campaigns - why they chose
which seats, which state was top priority and what was the
rationale behind it.

Modi addressed a total of
144 rallies and roadshows this
election campaign season.

Uttar Pradesh, a state that
gave the BJP-led National
Democratic Alliance or NDA
73 off 80 seats in the last Lok
Sabha elections, was the PM's
top focus. He held 36 rallies and
roadshows here, which is an average of one rally per 2.3 seats.

The prime minister's other big focus was West Bengal - a
state where a bitter battle was fought between his BJP and
Mamata Banerjee's Trinamool Congress. The BJP currently
holds two seats in Bengal and is hoping to make massive
dents in the Trinamool armour. PM Modi held 17 rallies
for the state’s 42 seats, averaging about one per 2.5 seats.

Modi eyes UP West
Bengal, Odisha to make
up any loss in the north;

Rahul concentrated on UP
MP, Rajasthan, Kerala to
regain control

The next state on PM Modi's priority list was Odisha,
another state where the BJP is trying to make inroads. The
BJP only holds one out of the state’s 21 seats. 40 per cent
of PM Modi's campaigning was in UP, Bengal and Odisha
alone - 58 of 144 rallies. These three states make up for 143
Lok Sabha seats - which are extremely crucial for the BJP.

Sources have told NDTV that the BJP's strategy is
extremely clear - to make gains in West Bengal and Odisha
and make up for any losses in the north.,

In contrast, Rahul Gandhi addressed 125 rallies this
election. His four priority states were LUttar Pradsh,
Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and Kerala.

[n UP, Rahul addressed 18 rallies for 80 seats which is an
average one rally for every 4.5 seats. Uttar Pradesh, particularly
eastern UP, is a prestige battle not just for Rahul Gandhi but
also his sister Privanka Gandhi who made her formal debut
in politics earlier this year and is the party’s general secretary
in charge of eastern Uttar Pradesh. In the 2014 election, the
Congress had won just two seats in the state.

In Rajasthan, a state where the Congress defeated the
BJP in state polls late last year, Rahul Gandhi held 12
rallies for 25 seats - an average of one rally per 2.08 seats.
The Congress has just one seat in Rajasthan, while the rest
are with the BJP.

Rahul Gandhi’s biggest surprise this election has been his
journey down south, which possibly explains him contesting
from Wayanad in Kerala in addition to his constituency
Amethi. In Kerala, Rahul Gandhi addressed 12 rallies for the
state’s 20 seats, which is an average of one per 1.66 seats. The
party has seven seats in Kerala. The Congress hopes Kerala
could deliver and make up for the losses elsewhere.

’Gode Killed
Gandhi, Pragya

killed His Soul’
Says Kailash Satyarthi

Nobel laureate Kailash
Satyarthi yesterday said
Mahatma Gandhi is above
power and politics and
people like Pragya Singh
Thakur are killing the soul
of India and the BJP should
expel her from the party.

His comments came after
Malegaon blast accused and
BJP's Bhopal Lok Sabha seat
candidate Pragya Thakur
lauded Mahatma Gandhi'’s
assassin Nathuram Godse
as a “patriot” at an election
rally in Madhya Pradesh on
Thursday.

She later apologised for
her statement, saying she
respected Mahatma Gandhi
and his work for the country
cannot be forgotten.

“Godse had killed
Gandhi’s body, but people
like Pragya are killing the
soul, non-violence, peace,
tolerance and the soul of
India. Gandhi is above all
power and politics.”

“The BJP leadership
should forego its interest
of any small benefit and
immediately take her out
of the party in compliance
with the Raj dharma,” Mr.
Satyarthi tweeted.

Thakur made the
remarks on Godse in
reaction to actor-turned-
politician Kamal Haasan's
comments calling Godse as
the first Hindu terrorist.

Amid spiralling criticism,
the BJP was forced into
damage control mode
yesterday with party president
Amit Shah tweeting: “These
comments have nothing to
do with the party. ... But
these comments are against
the ideology of the BJP and
are being referred to the
disciplinary committee”,

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Friday said he will
never forgive Ms. Thakur for
calling Godse a true patriot.

The ‘criminal candidates’ standing in India’s election

India’s ruling Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) has one unwanted lead in
this month’s general election race -
according to data from an electoral
watchdog it is fielding the most
candidates among the major parties
who are facing criminal charges. Its
main rival, Congress, is just a step
behind.

Election laws allow such
candidates to run so long as they
have not been convicted, on grounds
both of fairness and because India’s
criminal justice system moves S0
slowly that trials can take years, or
even decades, to be resolved.

Stil, the number of such
candidates accused of offences
ranging from murder to rioting has
been rising with each election.

Analysts say political parties turn
to them because they often have the
deepest pockets in steadily costlier

elections, and that some local
strongmen are seen as having the
best chance of winning,

Nearly one-in-five candidates
running for parliament in the
current election has an outstanding
criminal case against them, inching
up from 17% in the previous
elecion and 15% in 2009,
according to the Association for
Democratic Reforms (ADR), a non-
profit organisation that analysed

candidates’ declarations.

The data shows that 40%
candidates from Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s BJP face criminal
charges, including crimes against
women and murder, followed by
the Congress party at 39%.

Among the smaller parties, the
Communist Party of India (Marxist)
has an even higher proportion,
with 58 percent of its candidates
embroiled in criminal cases.

Polls have suggested that the BJP
and its allies lead the race to win the
mammoth, staggered election that
began last month and ends today.
Votes will be counted on Thursday.

Political analysts say that often
people vote for candidates who
face criminal charges because they
are seen as best placed to deliver
results. In some parts of India local
strongmen mediate in disputes.

“Powerful people, even if
criminals, offer a kind of parallel
system of redressal,” said K.C. Suri,
a professor of political science at
the University of Hyderabad.

A separate ADR survey last year
found 98% felt candidates with
criminal backgrounds should not
be in parliament, though 35% said
they were willing to vote for such a
candidate on caste grounds or if the
candidate had done “good work” in
the past.

The key prize in

India’s election

If Uttar Pradesh were a country, it would be one of the
world’s most populous. And this poverty-stricken northern
melting pot of over 200 million people is the biggest prize
in India’s election ending today.

Uttar Pradesh (UUP) has 80 parliamentary seats, the
most of any state, and at the 2014 election, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s Hindu nationalist Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) swept up 71 of them.

This helped give BJP a three-decade record of 282
seats in the 545-seat parliament to oust India’s grand old
Congress party, which sunk to a record low of 44, just two
of them in UP.

“To be in Delhi, you need to perform very well in UP,”
Ashok Upadhyay, political scientist at Banaras Hindu
University, told AFP.

Many analysts credit the BJP’s previous electoral success
to a fragmented opposition and a massive shift of disparate
caste groups towards Modi over an array of issues, including
emotive religious appeals.

UP, which has given India nine prime ministers, lies at the
centre of the country’s vast northern Hindi-speaking belt,
home to around a third of India’s 1.3-billion population
and which in 2014 formed the core of the BJP’s support.

But the landlocked region, roughly the size of Britain, is
also a cauldron of religions and castes and in this election
an unlikely anti-Modi alliance has been formed.

One part of it is the Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP), headed
by Mayawati, the formidable “Dalit Queen” whose
championing of India's lower castes helped her become
UP chief minister four times.She has partnered with
her former sworn foes the Samajwadi Party (SP), led by
another former chief minister Akhilesh Yadav, and the
smaller Rashtriya Lok Dal party (RLD). Absent from the
tie-up though is Congress.

“Our aim is to oust the BJP and for the entire opposition
to be united,” Vandana Singh, spokeswoman for Yadav's
Samajwadi Party, told AFP.

The state’s chief minister is currently the BJP’s hardline
Yogi Adityanath, a shaven-headed, saffron-robed Hindu
monk whose uncompromising rhetoric has alienated many
voters.

The BJP insists it is confident but experts say the ruling
party knows it is going to lose support in UP.

As a result the party is aiming to make up for losses
by picking up seats in north-eastern and eastern India,
most notably in West Bengal where it faces another tough
