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400 illegal structures demolished

The Roads and Highways Department (RHD) in
a drive yesterday knocked down over 400 illegal
structures on both sides of Dhaka-Aricha Highway
in Nayarhat and Islampur areas of Savar.

RHD also demolished six offices of illegal “Balu
Mohals” (sand enclosures) established beside the
highway and Bongshi river. The drive started at
9:30am and continued till 4pm.

Deputy Secretary Mohammad Mahbubur
Rahman Faruki, also executive magistrate and estate
and law officer of RHD, Dhaka, led the eviction

drive in cooperation with local administration,
police and Rab.

“We gave ultimatum to owners of the sand
enclosures to remove those. If they do not free the
highway land or river banks, we will take actions
against them,” he added.

All illegal structures will be demolished in the
ongoing drive, he said.

Executive engineer of Manikganj RHD Emdad
Hossain, its sub-divisional engineer Abdur Rahim
and sub-assistant engineer Shahanur Rashid were
present during the drive.

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emphasised the need for enhancing IT expertise of
peacekeepers to remain on a par with their peers around
the world.

by taking part in the UN peacekeeping mission.”

The president said a total of 6,582 peacekeepers in nine
missions are working in 40 countries.

There are 214 female peacekeepers currently. He
mentioned Bangladesh will take steps to increase women's
participation.

The president conferred his tribute to families of
deceased peacekeepers and those who were injured on
duty.

He later exchanged views with peacekeepers in Mali,
Congo and Lebanon through video call, encouraging and
inspiring them to continue their activities professionally.

Earlier, Abdul Hamid watched a short documentary
on Bangladeshi peacekeepers working in different UN
missions.

The president also unveiled a special postal stamp on the
occasion of “30 years of Bangladesh in LIN Peacekeeping
Operations”.

Chowdhury Shovon to drop
“controversial” leaders from its
committee, if allegations against
them were found true.

Hours later, BCL general
secretary disclosed the names of
some “controversial” leaders at a
press conference in AL's political
office in the capital’'s Dhanmondi.

Abu Zatar Ahmed passes away

Communist Party of
Bangladesh (CPB) Presidium
Member Syed Abu Zafar
Ahmed passed away early
yesterday due to a cardiac
arrest.

Former general secretary
of CPB and freedom fighter
Abu Zafar had been battling
several health issues for a
long time.

He passed away at a hospital in the
capital at the age of 65.

He will be buried at his ancestral home
in Moulvibazar on Saturday, said Sazzad
Zahir Chandan, assistant general secretary
of CPB.

CPB President Mujahidul Islam Selim,
General Secretary M Shah Alam and top
leaders and activists of different political

parties paid their respects
to Abu Zafar at CPB office
yesterday morning.

Zafar was re-elected general
secretary of CPB in the party’s
last congress in 2016. He
then resigned due to health
complications in May 2017,
and was later inducted into
the party’s presidium.

Born in Moulvibazar on
July 11, 1958, Zafar had been

a prominent political activist from his
student days.

Zafar was jailed for protesting the death
of tea workers in 1972 and 1973, and for
playing a part in the movement to remove
the military rule of Ershad. He also went
behind bars for protesting the murder of
Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in
1975.
