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AMIT MUHURI MURDER
Accused Ripon on

five-day remand

A court in Chattogram yesterday placed an inmate on a
five-day remand in connection with the murder of Amit
Muhuri, a notorious criminal, who was killed inside
Chattogram Central Jail (CCJ) on May 29.

The court of Additional Metropolitan Magistrate
Mohiuddin Murad passed the remand order against Ripon
Nath after police placed a ten-day remand prayer.

Additional Deputy Commissioner (ADC) (prosecution)
Md Kamruzzaman of Chattogram Metropolitan Police said
on Thursday, the investigation officer of the case pleaded
before the court to show Ripon arrested in the case and
sought a ten-day remand for interrogation. The court
granted a five-day remand, said the ADC.

Amit, an accused in 15 cases including two for murder,
was killed inside the jail allegedly by another inmate Ripon
Nath. After the incident, jailor of CCJ, Nasir Ahmed filed
a murder case with Kotwali Police Station accusing Ripon.

According to the case statement, Amit “engaged in a fight”
with Ripon at cell 32 and "hit" him in the head with a brick.
Critically injured Amit was rushed to Chattogram Medical
College Hospital around 10pm, where he died around 1am.

Deputy Commissioner of CMP DB's North Division
Mizanur Rahman said, “In primary interrogation, Ripon
confessed to killing Amit by hitting him in the head with a
brick, but kept mum when he was asked about the reason.”

Rahman will lead the first Eid jamat.

Five Eid congregations will be held at
the Baitul Mukarram National Mosque at
7am, 8am, 9am, 10am and 10:45am.

DSCC Mayor Mohammad Sayeed
Khokon visited the Jatiya Eidgah yesterday.

“Law enforcement agencies will have the
responsibility of ensuring the security at

the Jatiya Eidgah,” he said, adding that over
one lakh people will be able to take part in
this jamat.

Over 5,000 women will be able to attend
the congregation, Khokon said.

The president, ministers, chief justice,
members of parliament and diplomats are
expected to take part in the Eid jamat at
Jatiya Eidgah.

Another congregation will be held at 8am
at the National Parliament’s south plaza.

Dhaka University central mosque will
have two Eid congregations at 8am and 9am.

Three Eid congregations will be held at
Dewan Bagh Sharif in Arambagh at 8am,
9:30am and 10am.

Meanwhile, the country's largest Eid
congregation will be held at Kishoreganj's
Solakia at 10am.

Customers are thronging shops on
footpaths in Khulna city ahead of Eid-ul-
Fitr expected to be celebrated tomorrow.

Low and middle income groups were the
majority seen shopping at the makeshift
shops.

Visiting different areas, this
correspondent found them purchasing
various items -- including clothes, shoes,
prayer caps, perfumes and jaynamaz. The
road from Baro Bazar to Dakbangla were
completely blocked by street hawkers and
shoppers.

Some were selling lungi and other
clothes at Picture Palace intersection and
Hadis Park area.

Besides, major portions of footpaths
by KD Ghosh Road, Clay Road, Lower
Jashore Road, a portion of Sir Igbal Road,
Cemetery Road, West Mekot Road, Chitrali
Bazar road in Khalishpur, Phulbari Gate
Crossing and Gallamari intersection were
occupied.

"We are selling cosmetics and perfume
round the clock at reasonable prices,”
said Amir Sohel who runs his shop beside
Cemetery Road. “Low-income people are
our main customers,” he said.

There was no space for pedestrians’

movement in Nixon Market area due
to crowd, as customers remained busy
choosing and bargaining for their preferred
items.

At for last-moment shopping, more
customers have chosen the makeshift shops
to buy clothes, footwear and other items at
cheaper price.

“I have already bought for my family
members; now I am trying to buy gifts
for my relatives,” said Reshma Falguni,
a woman from Tutpara area. “The prices
are a little bit higher than last year,” she
commented.

Punjabi is available at Tk 250-500, shirt
Tk 100-400, and shoes and sandals Tk
100-400 at Dakbangla and Nixon Market
footpaths, said Ismail Sheikh, a worker of
Crescent Jute Mill, who took his son and
daughter for Eid shopping.

Last week, over 30,000 jute mill workers
in Khulna got their due wages from the
government. They started flocking to
footpath shops at the eleventh hour.

Like him, more than 50 children did
so after buying clothes at Tk 1.

Talking to The Daily Star, Parvez Hasan, founder of
Sahamarmita Foundation, said they took the initiative to
bring smiles to underprivileged children’s faces. “We will
sell nearly 500 clothes ahead of Eid," he said.
