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organisation claimed that a total of 221 people were killed
in road accidents across the country during 12 days of Eid
rush. Additionally, 652 people were injured in the 185
accidents between May 30 and June 10, said Jatri Odhikar
Sangrakkhan Parishad.

The platform'’s president, Brig Gen (retd) GM Quamrul
Islam, unveiled the statistics -- prepared from media
reports and hospital data -- at a press briefing at the Jatiya
Press Club yesterday.

Bangladesh made
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and quality education for effective elimination of child
labour.

Globally, there was a 38 per cent decrease in child
labour between 2000 and 2016, according to ILO.

From 2016-2018, ILO piloted a child labour monitoring
project in several remote rural areas in the northwest part
of the country.

A total of 144 community-based workplace surveillance
groups were formed in 45 rural unions and three semi-
urban towns of Kurigram and Lalmonirhat.

The press release said some 2,016 child labourers were
identified working in tea stalls and eateries, farming and
fishing, automobile repair workshops, bidi (cigarette) and
brick manufacturing and domestic work.

Of those identified, 44 per cent were in one or another of
the 38 occupations listed as hazardous by the government.

According to National Child Labour Survey 2013, there
were 1.7 million child workers in Bangladesh of whom
some 1.28 million were trapped in hazardous forms of
child labour at the time.

Bangladesh government aims to eradicate all forms of
child labour by 2025.

Globally, 152 million children are trapped in labour,
and almost half of them -- 73 million -- are in hazardous
work, according to ILO.

WORLD DAY AGAINST CHILD LABOUR OBSERVED
Meanwhile, Education and Development Foundation
(EDUCO) and ESDO yesterday organised a discussion and
cultural programme at Bangladesh Shilpakala Academy
auditorium to observe World Day Against Child Labour.

Some 200 child labourers, teachers, and development
workers participated in the event.

Only four appeals
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upheld three years’ jail term for Hahz Ibrahim after
rehearing their appeals, Advocate Khan said.

The lawyer said the HC had partly heard the appeal of
former BNP state minister Igbal Hasan Mahmud Tuku in
a corruption case. Some of the appeals were included in
the cause lists of two HC benches concerned.

An HC bench of Justice AKM Abdul Hakim and Justice
Fatema Najib earlier heard arguments for several days on
the appeals of BNP leader Mir Mohammad Nasiruddin
and his son Mir Helal Uddin.

The bench may resume the hearings within a few weeks,
the ACC lawyer said, adding that hearings and disposal of
rest of the appeals might be completed by next year.

The ACC lawyer said the HC had earlier acquitted the
accused in light of an SC judgment that acquitted former
Awami League minister Muhiuddin Khan Alamgir in a
graft case.

The SC acquitted Alamgir, declaring illegal a 2007 ACC
notice that asked him to submit a wealth statement. There
were no ACC commissioners appointed then and Alamgir
was in jail at that time, Khan noted.

Then the commission issued similar notices to around
50 corruption suspects, he said, adding that other appeals
might be disposed by the HC in a year if defence lawyers
do not take adjournments.,

The SC first scrapped the acquittal of Igbal Hasan
Mahmud Tuku and sent his appeal to the HC for rehearing
on January 27, 2014.

The apex court passed similar orders on other accused
on different dates considering that the HC may not have
properly evaluated relevant evidence and allegations.

Other accused whose acquittal were cancelled by the top
court include Awami League lawmaker Haji Mohammad
Selim, former BNP state minister Amanullah Aman and
his wife Sabera Aman, former AL lawmaker Joynal Abedin
Hazari, Hafiz Ibrahim’s wife Mafruza Sultana, former AL
lawmaker Mockbul Hossain and his wife Fatema Tahera
Khanam, former commissioner of customs Jahurul Haque
and his wife Afia Haque, and former Islami Oikya Jote
lawmaker Mufti Shahidul Islam, court sources said.
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Road accidents claim
eight lives in two days

At least eight people were killed and 28
injured in road accidents across the country
in the last two days, according to our
correspondents and news agencies.

In Rangpur, 55-year-old Adel Badsha
man was killed after a bus hit him on
Dinajpur-Rangpur highway near Taraganj
upazila yesterday.

Witnesses said he was crossing the road
when a bus hit him, leaving him critically
hurt. He succumbed to his injuries on the
way to a local health complex.

In Pabna, two youths were killed when a
motorbike rider lost control of his vehicle
and hit a three-wheeler at Chandmari of
district headquarters yesterday.

Md Hafez Walid, 25, and his nephew
Shanto Hossain, 20, were on the motorbike,
said police.

They were taken to Pabna General
Hospital in critical condition, where doctors
declared them dead.

In Dhaka, a man was killed and three
others were injured when a bus hit a CNG-
run auto-rickshaw in Mohammadpur
Beribadh area yesterday, reports UNB.

The deceased is Tofazzal Hossain, 60,
an auto-rickshaw driver from Bhola's
Borhanuddin upazila.

Police said the accident took place around
4:30am when a bus rammed the auto-
rickshaw heading towards Dhanmondi.

The driver and three passengers were
injured in the accident.

Later, they were taken to a local hospital
where doctors pronounced Tofazzal dead
around 6am.

In Naogaon, three motorcyclists were
killed after a truck hit a motorbike they
were riding at Mahishbathan Bazar in
Mahadebpur upazila on Tuesday, the news
agency adds.

The deceased are Sharif Hossain, 19,
Ruhani Islam, 19, and Sagar Hossain, 19.
The accident took place around 10pm when
a truck rammed the motorbike carrying the
three. The victims were killed on the spot,
said police.

Police later retrieved the bodies and
handed them over to their families.

Meanwhile in Kushtia, one person
was killed and 25 others injured as a bus
plunged into a roadside ditch in Khoksha
upazila of the district yesterday noon,
reports BSS.

The deceased was identified as Mosaddek
Ali Sheikh, 36, a passenger of the bus and
resident of Kamlapur area in the upazila.
He was an employee of Bangladesh Naval
Aviation, said police. Mosaddek died on
the spot.

The accident took place in Shimulia
Kuthibari area on Kushtia-Rajbari road
as the bus driver lost his control over the
vehicle, said ABM Mehedi Masud, officer-
in-charge of Khoksha Police Station,
quoting witnesses.

The injured passengers were given
primary treatment at a local hospital.
