Liakat Ali Khan alias Mukul, chairman of Rupayan Group --
the construction company responsible for building FR Tower,
surrendered to a court yesterday and secured bail in a case
filed over the deadly fire at the 22-storey building in Banani.

Metropolitan Magistrate Sadbir Yasir Ahsan Chowdhury
passed the order after Mukul sought bail in the case
through his lawyer SK Abu Sayeed.

His bail was granted on grounds that he is over sixty years
of age and ill. Moreover, charges of negligence are not specific
and sections under which those were brought are bailable.

Two other accused -- Tasvir Ul Islam, an owner of FR
Tower, and SMHI Faruque -- land owner of FR Tower, were
earlier granted bail on April 11 and May 6 respectively.

Liakat’s bail was granted upon a bond of Tk 20,000 with
two guarantors. It will remain valid until the probe report
is submitted, the magistrate added in his order.

General Recording Officer (GRO) SI Sheikh Rakibul
Hassan opposed the bail petition saying that the charges
brought against the builder company are specific and the
fire broke out due to the builder company’s negligence.

46pc teaching posts
vacant: minister

Over 46 percent teaching positions are vacant at public
medical and dental colleges, Health Minister Zahid
Maleque informed the parliament yesterday:.

There are 3,829 sanctioned posts for professors,
associate professors, assistant professors and lecturers at
government medical colleges, the minister said, adding
that 2,057 teachers are currently working at these medical
colleges across the country.

He made the remarks while answering a query of Jatiya
Party lawmaker Mujibul Haque.

“Most of the vacant posts are in basic subjects,” he said.

The government is working to appoint teachers in the
vacant positions, the minister said.

Answering another query from Abul Kalam Md Ahasanul
Hoque Chowdhury, he said there are 36 government medical
colleges in the country with a capacity of 4,068 students.

Also, there are 70 private and six under supervision of
Bangladesh army with enrollment capacity of 6,231 and
375 students respectively, he further said.

Government medical colleges have been set up at
important districts, Zahid Maleque added.

An eight-year-old girl was allegedly raped by an elderly
neighbour in Gazipur yesterday, while police arrested a
youth on charge of raping a madrasa student in Narayanganj.

The accused in Gazipur is Abdur Rashid, 55. He is now
on the run, said police.

Around 11am, the victim was playing near her residence
when Rashid lured her into a nearby jungle by promising
to give her Tk 50 and raped her, said the victim's family.

As the girl started shouting, a local farmer rushed there
and rescued her. The accused fled the scene.

The girl's family filed a complaint with police regarding
the matter. Police is continuing drives to arrest Rashid, said
Rajib Das, OC (investigation) of Kapasia Police Station.

In Narayanganj, police yesterday arrested a youth for
raping a female madrasa student at Nagerchar of Araihazar.

The arrestee is Rakib Hossain. He lived in a rented house
adjacent to the student’s residence in the area.

The 13-year-old girl was home alone on Friday evening.
Rakib took her to his room and raped her multiple times,
said Shafiqul Islam, OC (investigation) of Araihazar Police
Station, quoting the girl.

The girl managed to flee the scene next morning. She
returned home and told her mother about the incident.
The girl's mother filed the case against Rakib yesterday
morning, said Shafiqul, adding that they arrested Rakib at
noon.

well-being of the minority population there.

Oikya Parishad arranged the press conference to inform
media about “discrimination” in recent budget allocations
for the religious affairs ministry.

Analysis of the ministry budgets for past few years depict
a “sorry and unfortunate” picture of per capita allocation,
Rana Dasgupta said.

Apart from projects, as per religious affairs ministry
budget, per capita allocation for religious majority
population was Tk 11 to Tk 12. On the other hand, per capita
allocation for minority population was only Tk 3, he said.

Five hit by bullets
in Jatrabari

Five people including four of a family were hit by bullets
on Saturday, when a person opened fire indiscriminately
centring a feud in Jatrabari’'s Gabindapur.

The injured are Hafizul Islam, 24; his niece Abida, 5;
nephew Junaid, 4; sister-in-law Shathi, 20; and Jayedul
Islam, 24 a local. They were treated at Dhaka Medical
College Hospital.

Jatrabari Police Station Officer-in-Charge Majharul Islam
said around 11pm, one Ershadur Rahman opened fire with
his father’s licensed shot gun, centring a feud with locals.

Four of the injured were having dinner in an adjacent
building while the other was walking by the area, he said.

A case was filed by one Mustafizur Rahman with Jatrabari
Police Station accusing Ershadur and several others.

Ctg jeweller found
murdered inside shop

A jeweller was found murdered inside his shop in
Chattogram city's EPZ area yesterday.

Police said miscreants slit the throat of one Sanjoy Dhar.
His body also bore two stab marks on the abdomen, said
EPZ Police Station Inspector (investigation) Osman Gani.

“He might have been killed on Friday night,” he said. The
killers took nothing but CCTV cameras and footage storage
from the shop, said Gani, terming it a pre-planned murder.

Sanjoy, owner of “Monisree Jewellers” in Bandartila
area, used to run the shop alone and slept inside it, said
Inspector Osman. On Saturday morning, Sanjoy's wife
could not reach him over the phone and asked a woman
who supplied food to him to go to the shop.

The woman found the shop’s shutter open and Sanjoy's
bloodstained body inside it, said the inspector.
