US chip firm says it can ‘lawfully’
sell some items to Huawei

US semiconductor firm Micron
Technology said Tuesday it has
resumed some sales to Chinese
technology giant Huawei despite a
ban imposed by President Donald
Trump on national security grounds.

The comments from Micron came
as the New York Times reported that
some American firms have found
ways to get around the sanctions on
Huawei,

Sanjay Mehrotra, chief executive
of Micron, said a company review
determined “that we could lawfully
resume shipping a subset of current
products” not affected by the export
restrictions.

“We have started shipping some
orders of those products to Huawei in
the last two weeks,"” he said.

“However, there is considerable
ongoing uncertainties surrounding
the Huawei situation and we are

unable to predict the volumes or time
periods over which we will be able to
ship products to Huawei.” The New
York Times, citing unnamed sources,
said US chip makers and others have
found ways to continue sales, getting
around the sanctions by selling goods
made outside the United States.

According to the report, the products
made by American companies
overseas are considered exempt from
the prohibition, which could allow
Huawei to continue to sell products
such as smartphones and servers.

The Commerce Department did
not immediately respond to a request
for comment.

John Neuffer of the Semiconductor
Industry Association, a US-based trade
group, said in a statement last week
that its members “are committed
to rigorous compliance” with the
sanctions, but noted that “it is now
clear some items may be supplied to
Huawei” based on the current legal

framework,

"“Each company is impacted
differently based on their specific
products and supply chains, and each
company must evaluate how best to
conduct its business and remain in
compliance,” Neuffer said.

Huawei founder and CEO Ren
Zhengfei said earlier this month that its
overseas smartphone sales had fallen by
up to 40 percent as a result of the ban.

Trump's  administration  has
essentially banned Huawei from the
huge US market.

Last month it also added Huawei to
an “entity list” of companies barred
from receiving UIS-made components
without permission from Washington.

The lack of access to certain
technology such as the Google
Android system and chip design from
British-based ARM Holdings could
be crippling for Huawei, which last
year was the number two smartphone
producer.

French consumer
group launches
class action
against Google

A French consumer rights
group said Wednesday
that it has launched a class
action lawsuit against

US tech giant Google for
violating the EU’s strict
data privacy laws.

The UFC-Que Choisir
group said in a statement
that the goal of its class
action is to “end the
insidious exploitation
of users’ personal data,
particularly those using
Android devices with
a Google account, and
compensate them for up to
1,000 euros ($1,135)".

"This compensation
claim is a first in France as
well as Europe,” UFC-Que
Choisir president Alain
Bazot told AFP.

“If the judge rules in
favour, there are potentially
28 million Android users
in France that could be
entitled to compensation,”
he added. So far 200
people have joined the
class action, said Bazot.

Google said it had
not yet received details
concerning the case and
declined to comment for
time being. The class action
comes after the internet
behemoth suffered two
recent blows in France.

In January, France's
CNIL data watchdog
slapped Google with a
record 50-million-euro
fine for failing to meet the
EU's tough General Data
Protection Regulation
(GDPR), which came into
force in May last year.

Bombardier sells
regional jet division
to Mitsubishi for
$550m

Canadian aerospace firm
Bombardier is effectively
exiting the commercial
airline manufacturing sector
with the sale of its CR]
Series regional jet program.

Announced Tuesday,
the deal would transfer
the program to Mitsubishi
Heavy Industries, which has
been seeking to break into
aviation, for $550 million.

Bombardier also recently
sold its new medium-
range C Series jetliners to
Airbus, which renamed
the line A220, and its Q
Series turboprop line to a
Canadian investment fund.

The sale of the 75- to
100-seat CR] line -- along
with its service and support
networks in Montreal,
Quebec City and Toronto
as well as Bridgeport,

West Virginia and Tucson,
Arizona -- is expected to
close in the first half of
2020, subject to regulatory
approvals.

In a statement,
Bombardier said Mitsubishi
will also assume liabilities
totalling $200 million, and
take over all maintenance,
support, refurbishment,
marketing and sales
activities for the aircraft.
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
