Mohammadpur-Motijheel route will

be brought under bus ticketing system
within this month, said Dhaka South
City Corporation (DSCC) Mayor Sayeed
Khokon yesterday.

Once it is in place, passengers must
collect tickets from certain spots before
boarding, and no bus will be allowed
to stop outside designated points, he
said after the 10th meeting of bus route
rationalisation committee at Nagar Bhaban.

Bus Owners Association will enforce
the system while DSCC, Bangladesh
Road Transport Authority and police will
assist it, said the mayor, who chaired the
meeting.

Apart from this, a circular bus service
will be introduced on Babubazar-
Moghbazar route via Dayaganj, Demra,
Ashulia, and Rampura this month.

“We have already introduced two such
services -- from Dhanmondi to Azimpur
and in Uttara -- and got positive response.
We hope this route will also bring a
positive result,” he said.

Two die, two missing
in boat capsize

Two people died and two children
went missing in two separate
incidents of boats capsizing in
Companiganj upazila of Sylhet
yesterday:.

“Two workers died as they
drowned in the river Dholai.

Quite a few rickshaws were seen passing through the
Shabagh intersection as Dhaka University had classes, and
traffic police officials said they allowed the three-wheelers
because other modes of transport were unavailable because
of demonstrations in the area.

High Court show-
causes Narail judge

The High Court yesterday ordered the
district and sessions judge of Narail to
explain why his judicial powers should
not be curtailed for exempting the main
accused of a sensational murder case.

It asked the judge to submit his
explanation by July 30.

The HC bench of Justice M Enayetur
Rahim and Md Mostafizur Rahman passed
the order on a suo moto (voluntary) move
during hearing a petition filed challenging
the district and sessions judge’s exemption
order.

Assistant Attorney General (AAG) Md
Yousuf Mahmud Morshed told The Daily
Star that one Enamul Haque was shot
dead at Barnail Bazar area under Kalia
Police Station in Narail on February 10,
2015.

The following day, Enamul’s brother
Nazmul Huda filed a case with Kalia Police
Station against 68 persons including a
Mallick Mazharul Islam alias Maza.

In the case statement, he said Mallick
ensured the death of his brother Enamul
by firing three bullets into his body.

The district and sessions judge of Narail
on June 10 this year framed charges in the
case exempting Mallick from the charges.
