a) Participating boys/girls (Students) must be permanent citizens of Bangladesh. Birth certificate by ward
commisioner/UP Chairmen attested by his/her Head of the educational institution must be submitted.

b) His’her age (as on 05-05-2019) must not exceed | 5(Fifteen) years.

¢) The certificates confirming the citizenship and age of a participant by his/her Head of the educational
institution must accompany the letter. The certificates must bear the name of the participant along with names of
parents, school, class, date of birth, and permanent address.

d) 5(Five) copies of recent passport size good quality photograph to be attached.
