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However, the hospital lacks doctors and dedicated beds

for dengue patients, he said, adding

that patients from
adjacent districts also came to the hospital for treatment.

In Cumilla, at least 40 cases of dengue have been

reported, according to government and private hospitals.

Amzad Hossain, a fourth year student of Bangla at
Dhaka University, was infected in Dhaka, but is receiving

treatment at Cumilla Medical College hospital.

“I am taking treatment here because my parents live

here,” he said.

Swapan Kumar Adhikari, director of CMCH, said 27
dengue infected patients had been admitted and 19 are

still receiving treatment at the hospital.

Twenty-one patients are being treated at Gazipur's
Shaheed Tajuddin Ahmed Medical College Hospital, 12
at Pabna Medical College Hospital, four at Bagerhat Sadar

Hospital, and 18 at different hospitals in Noakhali.

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The HC bench of Justice Moyeenul Islam Chowdhury and
Justice Md Ashraful Kamal came up with the rule following
a writ petition filed by Law and Life Foundation, a rights
organisation, seeking necessary order.

During hearing, petitioner's lawyer Barrister Humayun
Kabir Pallab told the HC that there are reportedly 1,412
authorised level crossings and 1,085 unauthorised level
crossings across the country.

In the petition, Law and Life Foundation also requested
the HC to order the respondents to pay Tk 10 lakh to
each of the passengers who were injured in the accident
and to direct the respondents to take necessary steps to
close the country's illegal level crossings and stop carrying
passengers on the roof of trains.

The organisation also urged the HC to order the
respondents to take necessary steps to deploy gatemen at
all the level crossings across the country.

Japanese Foreign Minister Taro Kono is scheduled to arrive today to visit

A youth has been hacked to death and
six were injured by masked miscreants in
Sadar upazila of Narayanganij.

The deceased is Md Shakil, 30. Three of

the injured are Shaon, Shajib and Shubhash

of the upazila. The identities of other
injured could not be known immediately.

On Saturday around 12am, a group
of masked men hacked Shubhash at
Hashemnagar in the city while he was
returning home on his motorcycle, said
Shubhash.

Agitated by motorcycle headlights
flashing into their eyes, the miscreants
locked into an altercation and then
started hacking motorcyclists and people
who rushed to help, said Aslam Hossain,
officer-in-charge of Fatulla Model Police
Station, quoting locals.

Shakil was declared dead after locals
rushed him to Narayanganj General

Hospital, and two of the injured were sent

to Dhaka Medical College Hospital, said
the OC.
The body of the deceased was sent to

Narayanganj General Hospital morgue for

autopsy, he added.
