Now we finally have
a way to utilise polythene.”

Diesel from the plant will
be used for NCC vehicles.
The plant will also produce
octane and fuel gas.
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Cop among three killed as
wrecker hits car in Cumilla

Four die in other road accidents

Seven people were killed and 27 injured
in road accidents in three districts
yesterday, according to reports from our
correspondents.

In Cumilla, three people, including a
policeman, were killed and two injured
when a wrecker hit a police car on Dhaka-
Chattogram highway at Syedpur in
Chauddagram.

Police said a covered van hit by another
vehicle knocked the wrecker, which
eventually crashed into the police vehicle.

The deceased were identified as Akter
Hossain, 33, assistant sub-inspector of
Miabazar Highway Police Outpost; Fahad,
25, driver of the covered van; and Sumon,
24, his helper, said Abul Kalam Azad, in-
charge of the police outpost.

The police officer said the ASI was in the
police car during a rescue operation while

The identities of the injured could not
be known immediately.

In Cox's Bazar, two Rohingya siblings
were killed and five were injured when a
Balukhali-bound CNG-run auto-rickshaw
carrying them collided head-on with a
Teknaf-bound pickup of Border Guard
Bangladesh at Hoaikkong Balukhali in
Teknaf upazila, said witnesses.

The deceased were identified as
Mohammad Noor, 25, and Ayub, 17. They
are sons of Amir Hamza, a resident of
block-11 of Shalbagan Rohingya camp in
the upazila, said law enforcers.

The injured were taken to a local hospital
from where they were transferred to Cox's
Bazar Sadar Hospital.

Police rushed to the spot and seized the
damaged auto-rickshaw. Further legal steps
would be taken after investigation, said
Sharif Hasan, sub-inspector of Nayapara

PBI charges 6 for rape during robbery

The Police Bureau of Investigation
(PBI) yesterday pressed charges
implicating six robbers, who
raped four women of a family in
Karnaphuli upazila of Chattogram
in 2017.

Inspector Sontosh Kumar Chakma
of PBI Metro Circle, also the
investigation officer (10) of the case,
submitted the charge sheet to the
prosecution section of Chattogram
metropolitan court, they said.

The charge sheet will be seen by the
magistrate in the next date of the case,
said court sources.

However, analysing the medical
test report, PBI has found that only
two of the women were raped during
the robbery.

The six accused are -- Abu Sama,
Mizan Matubbar, Jahirul Islam

Howladar, Maidul Islam Howladar,
Md Eliash, and Md Abdul Hannan
alias Hannan Member. Five have
been behind bars in the case,
while Eliash is on the run since the
incident.

Inspector Sontosh Chakma said
during investigation, PBI found the
involvement of the six robbers in the
incident. They used to loot valuables
from people in different areas. They
committed rape in multiple looted
houses.”

“According to the media reports
there were four victims, but PBI in
its investigation found that two were
victims of rape during the robbery,”
said Inspector Sontosh.

He further said that the accused
were charged with both robbery and
rape.

PBI dropped the names of three
suspects who were arrested by

Karnaphuli police after the incident
from the charge sheet as their
involvement could not be found
during investigation, said Inspector
Sontosh.

The incident occurred on December
13, 2017, in Shahmirpur village under
Borouthan union of Karnaphuli
upazila.

After the incident, family members
of the victims alleged that the then
OC of Karnaphuli Police Station,
Sayedul Mostafa, refused to record the
case twice.

He was compelled to record it four
days later, when State Minister for
Land Saifuzzaman Chowdhury Javed
intervened into the matter.

After local police admitted their
partial failure to arrest the accused,
PBI started investigation following
an order of Police Headquarters on
December 27, 2017.

Father arrested for raping
teenage daughter in Sylhet

Police arrested a man yesterday in Sylhet,
allegedly for raping his fourteen-year-old
daughter.

Mashuk Miah, 42, was arrested from
Dakshin Surma upazila in the city early
vesterday, after the victim's aunt filed a
case with Osmaninagar Police Station on
Sunday morning.

The victim is undergoing treatment at
the One-stop Crisis Centre of Sylhet MAG
Osmani Medical College Hospital, said SM
Al Mamun, officer-in-charge of the police
station.

The orphaned girl, a madrasa student,
used to stay at the madarsa’s hostel in the
same upazila. When she came home during
Eid-ul-Fitr vacation, her father raped her
several times during her stay, according to

the case statement.

After the wvacation, she left for her
madrasa, and returned home during Eid-
ul-Azha vacation, and her father again
started raping her, the case statement
adds.

On Thursday, she told her aunt about it.
The aunt took her to the police station on
Sunday and filed a case accusing the father.

SM Al Mamun, officer-in-charge of
Osmaninagar Police Station, said, “In her
statement to the police, the girl accused
her father. We arrested him from Dakshin
Surma area; he had fled from home after
the case was filed.”

"The accused was sent to jail by a court,
after he was produced before it yesterday.
We also applied for a seven-day remand
for the accused, which the court is yet to
sanction,” the OC said.

Eight teenagers arrested

for murdering friend

Police yesterday claimed to have arrested
eight teenage boys in connection with
murder of a 16-year-old boy in Dhaka’s
Lalbagh area on Saturday.

Most of the arrestees are aged under 17
vears, said KM Ashraf Uddin, officer-in-
charge of Lalbagh Police Station.

According to the case statement filed
over the murder, victim Rony Hasan met
some of his friends on Atosh Khana Lane
around 9pm on August 31, and locked into
an altercation with them over arranging
a programme on the occasion of Holy
Ashura -- to be observed on September 10.

They started kicking and punching Rony

and at one stage, one of them stabbed him
in his chest, leaving him critically injured,
the police official said.

On information, police rushed to the
spot and rescued Rony. He was sent to
Dhaka Medical College Hospital, where
attending doctors declared him dead later
in the day, Ashraf added.

The victim's father filed a murder case
with Lalbagh Police Station on Sunday, in
connection with the murder.

Police first arrested the prime accused
from Lalbagh area yesterday.

Later, the others were arrested from
Keraniganj, Savar, Dohar, and Munshiganij,
following information provided by the
prime accused.

Govt seeks
stay on wife’s
bail order

The government yesterday
filed a petition with the
Supreme Court, seeking
stay on the High Court’s
bail to Tanzila Haque
Chowdhury Mitu in a case
filed for provoking suicide.

The government
said in the petition that
Mitu's extramarital affairs
provoked her husband
Mustafa Murshed Akash
to take his own life, and
therefore, she cannot be
granted bail in the case.

A chamber judge of the
Appellate Division will
hear on the stay petition
on September 9, Deputy
Attorney General KM Zahid
Sarwar told The Daily Star.

Akash, 32, a doctor
of Chattogram Medical
College Hospital, died
allegedly by suicide at his
residence in Chandgaon in
the port city on January 31,
after he posted a “suicide
note” on his Facebook
timeline.

Counter Terrorism unit
of Chittagong Metropolitan
Police arrested Mitu
from a relative’s house in
Nandankanan the same
night.

Akash’s mother Jobeda
Khanam filed a case the
following day, accusing
Mitu and five others for
instigating the suicide.

Following a petition filed
by Mitu, the HC on August
28 granted permanent bail
to her in the case.

Mitu's lawyer Advocate
AM Aminuddin told The
Daily Star that he did not
know whether his client got
released from jail following
the HC judgement.
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Mahmuda Akter Mousumi,
an honours final year student
at Mymensingh Ananda Mohan
College, has been suffering from
Chordoma, a rare type of cancer.
Mousumi, a mother of two, was
detected with the disease in June
this year. Later, she was referred to
Dhaka Medical College Hospital

Her family has already spent
Tk 5 lakh for her treatment and are not financially able to

Her doctors advised her to get treatment outside the
country, but it will require a further Tk 35 lakh, said
Shafiqul Islam, Mousumi’s husband.

Family members have appealed to the affluent members
of society to help continue her treatment.
