Abrar memorial footbridge
closed days after opening

Overcrowding of pedestrians draws flak on social media;
DNCC says it's still incomplete
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A long-awaited footbridge --
promised by Dhaka North City
Corporation (DNCC) Mayor Atiqul
Islam himself following the tragic
death of a youth under a bus on
the road -- has been abruptly closed
down within a week of opening it to
public.

Photos and videos of the jam-
packed overbridge on Pragati Sarani
near Jamuna Future Park caused a
stir on Dhaka-based Facebook group
Traffic Alert (facebook.com/groups/
trafficalert.bd) earlier this week,
where pedestrians said they needed
10-15 minutes to cross the 95-foot
long bridge due to excessive load of
commuters.

The situation was created as traffic
police closed the zebra crossing on
the road after the footbridge was
opened.

“It took me 15 minutes to cross
the bridge, as the entire overpass
from one end to the other was
crammed with people. Although
it is a commendable step from
DNCC, if it becomes difficult to
cross the bridge then it doesn't serve
its purpose at all,” said Reyquel
Sangma, a private service holder
who lives in the area.

However, on

Sunday, this

UNB, Dhaka

correspondent found the bridge’s
entrances blocked, with a sign that
said construction work was still
going on.

On March 19, following students’
agitation surrounding the death
of private university student Abrar
Ahmed Chowdhury in a road
accident near the spot, Mayor Atiqul
promised to construct a footbridge
there, The foundation stone of the
footbridge -- named after Abrar --
was laid the very next day.

It was completed in August
and opened in the first week
of September, said DNCC
Superintendent Engineer Arifur
Rahman, unable to specify the date.

He said the bridge was opened
due to pressure of pedestrians.
“The main structure of the bridge
has already been completed. The
paint work is still under process.
Therefore, we closed the bridge
temporarily. However, we will open
up the bridge within two days for
public,” he told this correspondent
yesterday, claiming that it is one of
the widest footbridges in the city.

The footbridge was built by
PEB Steel Alliance Ltd as part of its
corporate social responsibility, he
added.

Contacted yesterday, Efat Jahan,
PEB’s assistant manager, said the

work of the footbridge was not
completed as some paint and
welding work are still ongoing, and
they did not hand it over to DNCC
yet, but it was still usable. Asked
why it was opened to public before
completion of work, she said it was
DNCC'’s decision.

Asked how long it would take
them to complete the work, she said
“That cannot be pinpointed. We are
working to finish it soon.”

Lighting and installation of an
escalator will be done by DNCC,
sald sources at the city corporation
office.

Admitting the issue, DNCC Mayor
Atiqul Islam said, “After opening
the bridge, we have seen challenges.
Crowding is one of them. We will
add an escalator to mitigate this
challenge. We have already floated
tender for the work.”

He also said people complained
regarding the width of the stairs to
the bridge, but engineers tried their
best to make the stairs without
narrowing the footpaths for the
passers-by.

“We opened it [the footbridge| on
a trial basis. But we want it to operate
fully. Once we add the escalator,
people will start to reap the benefits.

CLIMATE CHANGE ADAPTATION PROJECTS

Failed to meet expectations as
locals not consulted: speakers

Several climate change adaptation projects,
such as construction of embankments, did
not generate expected outcome as those
initiatives were taken without consulting
locals and public representatives in the
country’s coastal areas, speakers observed
yesterday.

Long delay in maintenance of those
infrastructures, lack of accountability
among the relevant government bodies,
and absence of good governance are the
other reasons which hinder effectiveness of
the projects, they added.

The allegations were placed at a
consultation meeting -- attended by public
representatives, policymakers and experts
-- on embankment management at Cirdap
auditorium in the capital.

Campaign for Sustainable Rural
Livelihoods (CSRL), an alliance of non-
government organisations, arranged the
event, where several Union Parishad
chairmen and members from Khulna,

Replying to the issues, lawmakers
and climate experts urged the concerned
authorities of the government to prepare
the adaptation plans through consultation
with locals and public representatives.

I know
what actually happens there. I also know
how the climate projects are implemented, "

Medical college students demonstrated in the capital
yesterday, demanding cancellation of a proposal to extend
their internship duration to two years from one year.
Around 12pm, about 5,000 students brought out a
procession from Central Shaheed Minar which ended in

front of Jatiya Press Club.

On August 7, the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare
published a draft policy proposing a two-year internship

for medical students.

As per the policy, the students will have to complete
an additional year of internship at the upazila health

complexes to obtain their MBBS degrees.

However, medical students had termed the move "a
breach” of their academic contract. They also said the plan

will prolong their academic life.

Against this backdrop, the ministry “temporarily
withdrew” the policy saying that it will remain suspended
“for the time being” and a final decision will be put forward

after discussion with all parties.

After the procession, the students also held a press
conference at the Press Club, threatening to go for indefinite
class boycott across the country from September 18,

Abrar Hasan, a fifth year student of Dhaka Medical
College, said, "In India, a student needs around eight and
a half years to complete MBBS with post-graduation while
we need more than 12 years. In this context, the decision

is totally absurd.”

The demonstrators also claimed that there is lack of
