World must transform food production

or face unrest, scientists warn

The world must diversify its food production
and consumption, or face damaging supply
disruptions that could lead to suffering and
social unrest, scientists warned on Monday.

A new global study found the health and
environmental benefits of transforming
the way we farm would outweigh heavily
the cost of doing so, with the authors
urging governments to do more to support
sustainable agriculture.

“A small disruption in supply really can
do a lot of damage and leads to huge price
increases,” said Per Pharo of the Food and
Land Use Coalition, the global alliance
of economists and scientists behind the
study.

“That creates suffering and social unrest.
And it will highly likely also lead to hunger
and instability,” he told the Thomson
Reuters Foundation.

Global over-dependence on a relatively
small number of staple foods leaves
populations vulnerable to crop failures,
with climate change adding to the strain,
the report said.

“Four different crops provide 60pc
of our calories - wheat, rice, maize and
potatoes. That increases our vulnerability,”
said Pharo.

The panel said the report was the

The cost of the reforms it lays out
are estimated to be up to $350 billion
a year. But that would create business
opportunities worth up to $4.5 trillion - a
15-fold return.

The study said the reforms could also
free up 1.2 billion hectares of agricultural
land for restoration, an integral part of
efforts to curb climate change and halt
biodiversity loss.

That is more than twice the size of the
Amazon rainforest, which spans seven
nations.

“What we're saying is realistic if the
reform agenda is implemented,” said
Pharo, adding that under the proposed
changes, consumers would actually get
“slightly more affordable food”.

"The excuse that we cannot prioritise
environment at the same time because
we've got to focus on development, on
human welfare, is simply false. We can
deliver both.”

Airbus, French exporters
slip as US tariffs loom
in subsidy row

Shares in Airbus and other key French exporters fell on
Monday as Europe and the United States edged closer
toward tit-for-tat sanctions in a long-running dispute over
aircraft subsidies.

The World Trade Organization has approved a US
request to impose tariffs on some European goods in the
latest chapter of a two-way dispute over aircraft subsidies
which could also lead to European reprisals, two people
familiar with the case said.

The scope of the decision, which had been widely
anticipated, is due to be announced at the end of the month.

Both sides have won partial rulings in their favor in a
15-year dispute involving billions of dollars of domestic
support for planemakers Airbus and Boeing. But the
Uinited States is first in line to take action since its case is
running about 9 months ahead.

Washington has sought permission to target European
aircraft and aerospace parts, as well a range of industries
including food, wine, tractors and luxury goods, as part
of an $11.2 billion package of proposed tariffs against the
European Union.

The final amount will depend on WTO arbitrators
and Washington must then choose from a list of goods
totaling more than $20 billion that it has identified as
potential targets, before putting tariffs into effect up to the
authorized limit.

Shares in Airbus, which relies on a flow of parts to feed
an assembly line in Alabama, and which also counts US
airlines among its major customers for aircraft assembled
atits main plants in Europe, fell 3.2 percent in early trading.

Luxury goods group LVMH fell more than 2 percent.
The two major exporters were the biggest fallers on the
Paris CAC 40, which was down 0.7 percent.
