Crackdown
on ‘casinos’

Jubo League leader Khalid
among 183 held as Rab raids
clubs; liguor, cash seized

Rab arrested Jubo League Dhaka
South Organising Secretary Khalid
Mahmud Bhuiyan at his Gulshan
home vyesterday evening for
running a “casino” at a football
club in Fakirerpool.

Rab raided at least five clubs
in the city yesterday and detained
and sentenced 182 peop ple
in connection with running Kl'lﬂhd Mahmud Ehlll'fﬂl'l
“casinos’, gambling, and drug abuse, and sealed off at least
two clubs.

Khalid's arrest came after a Rab mobile court detained and
sentenced 142 people raiding the “casino” in Fakirerpool
Youngmen's Club and seized some apparently blackjack
tables, slot machines, Tk 24.29 lakh in cash, yaba pills, and
some bottles of liquor around 4:30pm.

Khalid is the president of the club and he was detained
around 7:30pm, Sarwar-Bin-Kashem, director (legal and
media) of Rab, told The Daily Star.

Rab also seized three firearms, bullets, and yaba pills in
his possession.

“One of the firearms was illegal while two others were
seized for breaching the conditions of the licence for the
firearms,” Rab said in a text.

Executive Magistrate Sarwoer Alam in a press briefing
after the raid at the club said Khalid ran the well-decorated
“casino”, Out of the 142 people arrested there, 31 people,
including 16, were sentenced to one year in jail and the rest
to six months’ imprisonment.

Many of them were arrested drunk, he said.

Rab officials said every day crores of taka used to be
gambled in the “casino” that remained open 24/7.

Sarwoer said Youngmen's Club was a football club but a

portion of the floor space was used for running the “casino”.

Dhaka University students
laying siege to the office of
the business faculty dean

were attacked allegedly
by Chhatra League men
yesterday.

The protesters, mostly
quota reformists and activists
of left-leaning organisations,
were demonstrating in
front the dean’s office
demanding his resignation
and expulsion of 34 BCL
leaders who got admitted
to a master's programme
without admission tests.

On September 8, the
Prothom Alo reported that
34 leaders of Bangladesh
Chhatra League got
admitted to a programme
under the business studies
faculty ahead of the Ducsu
polls without going through
any admission test. Eight
of them were elected to the
Ducsu and hall unions.

As left-leaning student
organisations and quota
reform  activists  started
demonstrating on  the
campus following the
report, the dean claimed
that those who completed
graduation and  post-
graduation from the DU
didn’t need admission tests.

Govt measures falling flat
DSEX drops to 33-month low

The government’s recent measures to prop
up the stock market appear to have failed as
the unusual fall of share prices continues to
rattle investors.

Yesterday, the DSEX, the benchmark
index of Dhaka Stock Exchange, slumped
to a 33-month low to 4,888 points, losing
533.61 points or 9.84 percent since July 2.
The investors have already lost Tk 31,349
crore in share value.

Earlier in May, Bangladesh Bank

widened the banks’ scope for investing
in the stock market as part of efforts to
revitalise it.

In a circular, the BB said the banks’
investment in non-listed securities -- such
as equity, non-convertible cumulative
preference share, non-convertible bond,
debenture and open-ended mutual funds
-- would not be counted as capital market
exposure,

In the budget for fiscal 2019-20, the
government also doubled tax-free dividend
