With recession of floodwater, some of
them started returning home yesterday.

"All the Aman plants on my seven-
bigha land have gone under water,” said
Nazrul Islam, 65, a farmer at Teesta river
basin Gobordhan village in Aditmari
upazila.

Fazlar Rahman, 58, of the same
village said his vegetable garden on a
two-bigha land was submerged due to
the flash flood.

Bidhubhushon Roy, deputy director
of the Department of Agriculture
Extension in Lalmonirhat, said wvast
crop fields with Aman paddy and
vegetables went under water due to
the flash flood in Teesta char areas on
Tuesday and Wednesday.

“The flash flood will not be a
threat to Aman paddy as the water
has started receding. But it may cause
some damage to vegetables,” said
WDB official Bajle Karim.

Around 50 thousand people in char areas
of Lalmonirhat became marooned as heavy
rain and onrush of water from the upstream
caused overflowing of the Teesta river and
consequent flash floods in low lying areas
of 21 unions in the district’'s five upazilas
on Wednesday.

The river was flowing 21 centimetres
and 14 centimetres above its danger
mark at Teesta Barrage point at Dowani
in Lalmonirhat’s Hatibandha upazila on
Tuesday night and Wednesday morning,
said Bajle Karim, sub-divisional engineer
of Water Development Board (WDB) in
Lalmonirhat.

The floodwater, however, started
receding fast as the water went under the
danger level yesterday, he said.

The flash flood caused inundation of
Aman paddy plants and vegetables on vast
areas and many of the affected people took
shelter on the government roads and flood
centres with their domestic animals and

A 20-km-long portion of Moulvibazar-Chatlapur
regional highway in Kamalganj upazila lies in
awful state due to alleged negligence in the repair
and maintenance work of the road, causing
immense sufferings to commuters.

In 2015, the Roads and Highways Department
(RHD) floated a tender for repairing the 34-km-
long highway connecting Chatlapur Land Port to
Moulvibazar town.

Four vyears after renovation, the 20-km-
long portion of the highway stretching from
Moulvibazar to Shamshernagar has become unfit
for traffic movement as numerous cracks and
potholes have developed on the road, said locals.

Traders and importers also have to count
additional cost to transport goods to and from the
land port as drivers take more time to cross the
dilapidated road.

During a visit, this correspondent found that
a number of potholes and cracks have developed
on the road, making it troublesome and risky for
commuters.

Especially school children and patients are
worst sufferers.

Rahman Liton, a resident of Patanushar area
in the upazila, said despite repeated pleas, the
authorities concerned are yet to take any initiative

The institutions include the district passport
office, Moulvibazar Polytechnic Institute, Comilla
Eye Hospital and the deputy commissioner's
office. Commuters to and from the institutions use
the road on a regular basis.

The dilapidated road has also had a direct and
negative impact on the district’'s tourism revenue,
said Milton.

Ratan Dey, a CNG-run auto-rickshaw driver,
said the road has now become virtually a death
trap.

Especially patients face more trouble while
crossing the road, he said.

Monir Mia, an importer at the land port, said
foreign buyers are suffering a lot while crossing the
awful road.

Mizanur Rahman, a trader of Chatlapur area,
said they have to use the road every day to carry
plastic doors to the land port.

But due to dilapidated condition of the
road, it takes three hours to reach the spot
while earlier they spent 30 minutes to reach
there, said Mizanur.

Moulvibazar RHD Executive Engineer Shariful
Alam said a tender for repairing the road is awaiting
the approval from the authorities concerned.

The repair work of the road will start following
approval of the tender, said the engineer.

A 13-month-old kid was
killed allegedly by her
aunt over a family feud
in Chattogram’s Satkania
upazila on Wednesday.

Following a case filed

with Satkania Police
Station, law  enforcers
detained prime accused

Marufa Akhter, 20, and her
husband Nurul Absar, 26,
yesterday morning for their
alleged involvement in the
murder.

Quoting the victim's
family members, Officer
in Charge (OC) of
Satkania Police Station
Shafiul Kabir said Marufa
strangled the infant boy
over a family feud when
his mother went out of the
house for grazing cattle
around 4:00pm, leaving
him alone at home.

After returning home
around 6:00pm  Rina
noticed her infant son
was there and at one stage,
she spotted a fresh ditch
filled with soil at their
courtyard.

Later, on  suspicion,
she unearth the ditch and
found her son buried there,
police said.

Being informed,
police went to the spot,
recovered the body and
sent it to the hospital for
autopsy.

A health worker got his hands and legs broken as criminals
attacked him with hammers in Barguna's Amtali upazila

yesterday.

The victim is Md Abul Kalam Azad, 30, son of Kanchan

Ali Mridha of Chotonilganj village, and community

care provider of Islampur Community Clinic in the upazila.
He is now undergoing treatment at Barishal Sher-E-

Bangla Medical College Hospital.

Lying on a bed at the hospital, Azad said he was working
at his office around 10:30am. At the time, a man named
Kalam entered the office and tried to drag him out of the

room but failed as he resisted him.

After a while, equipped with hammers, a gang, allegedly
led by Jahirul Islam Khokon, entered the office by breaking
open the door and broke Azad’s hands and legs and fled

the scene.

The injured was rushed to the upazila health complex
and then referred to the hospital as his condition worsened.
His legs and hands were broken, said Dr Emadul Haque,

medical officer of the health complex.
