Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday said directives
would be given to conduct searches at all educational
institutions and dormitories to arrest the rowdy elements
to stop the recurrence of incidents like the murder of
Buet student Abrar Fahad.

It is unacceptable that students would indulge in
hooliganism while staying at dormitories run with
public money, she noted.

The PM also assured that maximum punishment
would be meted out to those involved in the brutal
killing of Abrar.

Hasina said she considers offenders as offenders
irrespective of their political identity.

“When someone commits a crime, | don't care which
party he orshe belongs to ... the offender must be punished.

‘I don't care who belongs to Chhatra League or
Chhatra Dal. I'm taking into consideration the offence of
beating a 21-year-old boy to death. It's an inhuman act.”

The PM was addressing a press conference at the Gono
Bhaban about the outcome of her recent official visits to
the USA and India, reports LINB.

She further said, “What's the reason behind the
brutal act of picking up and beating such a brilliant
student [Abrar]? We're taking action against them [the
perpetrators]. The highest punishment will be given to
them and there’s no doubt about it.”

Abrar, a second-year student of electrical and
electronic engineering department of Buet and a resident
of Sher-e-Bangla Hall, was brutally beaten to death by
some Chhatra League men at the dormitory between
7:30pm Sunday and 2:30am Monday.

Replying to a query, she ruled out the call for banning
student politics.

The information and
research affairs secretary of
Buet BCL was a little drunk
at the time and struck
Abrar around 200 times
with a cricket stump, they
added.

Abrar Fahad, a second-
year student of Buet, was
beaten to death early
Monday.

UN worried
over campus
violence

The United Nations (UN)
has expressed grave concern
over the pattern of campus
violence in Bangladesh
that affected and claimed
too many lives over the
years, with apparent
impunity for those bearing
responsibility.

It has called for
quick and independent
investigations into such
killings, and an end to
impunity and tolerance to
such violence.

“Freedom of speech is a
human right, and nobody
should be harassed,
tortured or killed for
exercising it,” the UN said
in a statement yesterday.

It comes after Buet
student Abrar Fahad was

Calls grow louder also for removal of vice-chancellor;
protests over Abrar killing rage on

The call for punishing Buet student
Abrar Fahad's killers is getting louder as
the alumni of the university and more
teachers yesterday joined the student
agitation sparked by the brutal murder.

The alumni and the teachers demanded
the removal of Vice-Chancellor Prof Saiful
Islam for his “failure to ensure security”
on the campus. They also called for
overhauling the university administration
as soon as possible.

The agitating students and teachers
demanded a ban on organisation-based
student politics at Bangladesh University
of Engineering and Technology (Buet),
saying politics of terror has long been
rampant at the dormitories.

The student demonstrations yesterday

spread like wildfire across the capital
and elsewhere. Speaking there, teachers,
students and their guardians too demanded
that the VC be ousted immediately.

At Buet, Muhammad Zafar Igbal Khan,
the provost of Sher-e-Bangla Hall, resigned
yesterday. Abrar, a second-year student
of electrical and electronic engineering
department and also a resident of the
dormitory, was beaten to death by a group
of Chhatra League leaders inside the hall
sometime between 7:30pm Sunday and
2:30am Monday.

Law enforcers and his fellow students
suspect Abrar was attacked because of one
of his recent Facebook posts, which seemed
critical of some recent deals with India.

Buet authorities knew that Chhatra League activists were
bullying, verbally abusing and physically torturing students
but they rarely took action against the perpetrators.
