Fuel supply halted in 15 dists

Khulna tank-lorry workers go on strike
demanding withdrawal of case against fellows

Supply of fuel was suspended vyesterday
in 15 districts of Khulna division and
greater Faridpur, following a 10-hour strike
enforced by tank-lorry workers, demanding
withdrawal of a case filed against two fellow
workers over a road accident.

All ten districts of Khulna division along
with Gopalganj, Faridpur, Shariatpur,
Madaripur and Rajbari have been affected
by the strike as the workers of three state-
owned oil companies -- Padma, Meghna
and Jamuna -- expressed solidarity with
tank-lorry workers and refused to load oil
to vehicles.

Rakib Sheik, a worker of Padma Oil
Depot of Khalishpur area said, workers of
the depot did not load oil as they followed
the instruction of Khulna's tank-lorry
workers’ union.

Sheikh Nur Islam, president of Khulna
Division Tank-Lorry Workers’ Union told

The Daily Star that an accident took place
on April 4 in Aronghata area of Khulna.
No one was killed but police filed a case
against two workers. Police also submitted
charge sheet against them.

“Through peaceful strike we want to get
proper solution,” said Nur Islam.

“After a meeting with other associated
workers’ and owners’ associations, we will
decide our future plan,” he added.

Four organisations of fuel businessmen
have expressed solidarity with the workers
and suspended supply and transportation
of fuel.

The work abstention started at 8am
and continued until late in the day, as the
workers did not receive any assurance from
authorities concerned.

Meanwhile, people of the districts where
oil supply is suspended, expressed concern
that they will not be able to commute
as transportation services will not have
enough fuel to operate.

So far this month, the number of returnee migrant workers
stands at 441, he said.

A number of returnees alleged that they had “Igama” or
valid work permit in Saudi Arabia, yet they were sent back,
Shariful added.

The ministry and the Bangladesh mission in Saudi
Arabia should verify such allegations, he said.

After inding out why Bangladeshi workers have been
sent back, course of action should be taken so that more
workers do not have to face similar situation, he further
said.

Quoting Shamim of Pirojpur, one of the returnees,
Shariful said that Shamim went to Saudi Arabia three
months ago after spending Tk 3.5 lakh. He was sent back,
despite having Iqama.

Quoting another worker, Mohiuddin of Munshiganj,
Shariful said Mohiuddin was nabbed by Saudi immigration
police when he left home for a nearby mosque for Esha
prayers two days ago.

Mohiuddin had been in Saudi Arabia for the last 10
years with valid work permit, he added.

Contacted, Gazi Mohammad Julhash, director general of
Wage Earners’ Welfare Board, said besides providing initial
support at the airport they also ensured the returnees’ well-
being and arranged medical assistance as per necessity.

He said they can look after case-to-case basis welfare of
the migrant workers once they approach the board.

implement that. When the act was passed, no one took the
initiative to implement it, she said.

She also stressed that the government should take
action against corrupt sectors, as it did against casinos.
“University students are being beaten, people are being
treated unfairly and banks are being scammed. But we are
not talking about those,” she added.

Speakers at the event also discussed about the
compensation application and settlement under the Rights
and Protection of Individuals with Disabilities Act.

NCDW President Nasima Akter said it is disappointing
to see the government failing to implement the act. “In the
last six years, no progress has been made,” she said.

According to the World Health Organization statistics,
the number of people with disabilities in the country is 5.7
percent of the population.

Speakers commented that the country’s development
is not possible without the development of people
with disabilities. NCDW General Secretary Sajeda Akter
presented the keynote paper while BLAST's research
adviser Tajul Islam and President of Bangladesh Female
Journalists’ Association Nasimun Ara Haque also spoke.

UK pledges a further £87m

The UK has pledged further support of £30
million for mitigating the Rohingya crisis,
to help with food, healthcare, sanitation
and counselling for victims of sexual
violence.

The UK's International Development
Minister Baroness Sugg announced the aid
support, on top of the UK's recent pledge of
£87 million in this regard during a visit to
Bangladesh last week.

This brings the UK's contribution
since the start of the crisis in August 2017
to a total of £256 million, British High
Commission said in a statement yesterday.

Since the latest influx of refugees in
2017, Bangladesh has hosted almost one

million Rohingya people.

“The scale of the crisis facing the
Rohingya people is huge. During my visit,
I saw first-hand how UK aid is making a
real difference in Cox’'s Bazar, providing
people with food, water and sanitation,”
said Baroness Sugg.

“The UK government has now
announced further support not only to
help protect people from violence and
trafficking, but also to improve their shelter
in readiness for the next monsoon season.”

The statement said UK stands with
Bangladesh in supporting Rohingyas in
Cox’s Bazar and recognises the challenges
faced by many wvulnerable Bangladeshi
families, and that is why UK support will
help them too.

day's proceedings continued yesterday.

Kazi Ershadul Alam, a lawyer who is
defending the three accused, said the
Nobel laureate is out of the country at the
moment so he could not attend the hearing
in person. Once he returns, steps would be
taken as per law.

He also said none of the accused had
received any official court appearance order
from the court. They only heard about it at
the last moment.

Alam, an advocate of the Supreme
Court, said the three employees used to
work for Grameen Communications on
a contractual basis. When their contracts
were not renewed, they went on to file the
criminal case.

The three employees, however, claimed
that they were terminated as they wanted
to form a trade union. But the directorate
of labour did not entertain an application
of a number of employees of Grameen
Communications, including the three
employees, to form the trade union,
according to Alam.

Raju Ahmed Razib, a lawyer who
represented Dr Yunus, Naznin Sultana
and Abu Abedin yesterday, told The Daily
Star, “We have also submitted a copy of Dr
Yunus' passport to the court to prove that
he is outside the country. We informed the
court that we have taken the liability to
produce him before it once he returns.”

The court set the next hearing on
October 30.

At Rajshahi University, several hundred
students staged a demonstration yesterday:.

Around 1lam, they gathered before the
central library and demonstrated for half an
hour under the banner ‘Against Terrorism
and Corruption’ Later, they brought out a
procession.

They demanded capital punishment for
the BCL leaders involved in the killing of
Abrar, a ban on BCL's political activities,
removal of university officials involved in
corruption and security of general students
on the university campus.

They said due to delays in investigations
of previous murders on campus and no
punishment of the perpetrators, a culture
of impunity was prevailing at public
universities.

Fahmida Islam, a fourth-year student of
Institute of Education and Research, said,
“We do not want to see farce in the name
of justice...Every time we see the Killers
somehow manage to save their skin using
legal loopholes. This time, we would not let
the killers escape by any means.”

In Narayanganj, general students held a
candlelight vigil in front of Shaheed Minar,
demanding arrest of the killers and justice.
