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JU protesters burn 
VC’s effigy

With no sign of an end to the impasse at Jahangirnagar 
University in sight, agitated students and teachers -- 
who have been demanding removal of Vice Chancellor 
Prof Farzana Islam -- burned the VC’s effigy on campus 
yesterday.

Over a hundred protesters brought out a procession 
under the banner of “Jahangirnagar Against Corruption” 
that started from social sciences faculty and ended at 
university’s Shaheed Minar premises.

Later, they held a short rally and burnt an effigy around 
1:30pm. 

JU Chhatra Union general secretary Ariful Islam Anik 
said, “The vice-chancellor has tarnished the university’s 
image through corruption. Due to her autocratic 
behaviour,the administrative structure of the university has 
collapsed.” 

“From today, she would not able to sign any office order 
as a vice-chancellor. We are rejecting her from now,” Anik 
declared.

Addressing the rally, Prof Khabir Uddin, one of the 
organisers of the platform, alleged that the VC asked 
several ministers including Information Minister Dr Hasan 
Mahmud to not join yesterday’s closing session of a math 
olympiad at the university where she was not invited.

“This is reprehensible. How can  a university’s VC do it?” 
he questioned. 

However, VC Prof Farzana Islam denied the allegations. 
“I, along with my office, was not informed or invited to 

the programme. The information minister asked me about 
the programme. I just told him the fact.” 

On the other hand, VC-backed teachers of the 
university released sky lanterns in the evening, protesting 
the anti-VC demonstrations on the campus that started 
on August 24.

Meanwhile, a three-day long math olympiad, organised 
by JU Science Club, ended yesterday amid festivity and 
fanfare, where around 5,000 students across the country 
took part. 

Child stabbed 
dead in Cumilla

A 10-year-old was stabbed 
to death at Satora area of 
Cumilla Sadar upazila on 
Saturday night.

The deceased is Mehedi 
Hasan, son of Alamgir 
Hossain of the area and 
third-grader at North South 
Child Academy.

Abdul Hannan, the 
deceased’s uncle, said, 
“Mehedi used to go to 
his private tutor at a 
neighbouring house, but he 
did not return after studying 
last night [Saturday]. When 
we went to the tutor’s 
house, we heard that she 
had escorted Mehedi to the 
gate of his home.”

After searching for a 
while, family members 
found Mehedi in a ditch by 
his house around 10:30pm 
the same night. They took 
him to Cumilla Medical 
College Hospital where 
doctors declared him dead.

There were several sharp 
weapon injuries on his 
throat and head.

Family members suspect 
previous enmity might 
be the reason behind the 
killing. 

Anwarul Haque, officer-
in-charge of Cumilla 
Kotwali Model Police 
Station, said they are 
investigating the matter, and 
they detained a suspect for 
preliminary investigation.

4 JCD activists hurt 
in ‘BCL attack’ at DU

Four Jatiyatabadi Chhatra Dal activists were injured in 
an attack allegedly by Bangladesh Chhatra League and 
Muktijuddho Mancha activists at Dhaka University 
yesterday.

The incident took place near Madhur Canteen around 
noon. 

The injured -- Mamun Khan, Shahjahan Shaon, Tarek 
Hasan Mamun and Nayeem Hasan -- are former DU 
students, JCD leader Mansura Alamtold The Daily Star.

They were taken to Dhaka Medical College Hospital, 
said Mansura, who was JCD vice president candidate 
of Shamsunnahar hall union during the recent Ducsu 
polls.

She alleged that Muktijuddho Mancha President 
Aminul Islam Bulbul and General Secretary Al Mamun, 
along with several BCL activists, after holding a press 
conference inside Madhur Canteen, carried out the 
attack.

Mansura Alamsaid she along with other JCD activists 
was attempting to go to the canteen.

Aminul is also vice president of Chhatra League and 
Mamun former deputy Liberation War and research affairs 
secretary to BCL central committee, BCL sources said.

When asked about the attack, Mamun said general 
students dragged the JCD activists out of the campus as 
they demeaned the country’s Liberation War. They have 
no right to exercise politics at DU, he said.

“They [JCD] activists wanted to create untoward 
situation there,” he claimed.

Muktijuddho Mancha was holding the press conference 
protesting a Facebook status posted by JCD General 
Secretary of DU unit Iqbal Hossain Shyamol.

At least four people were killed in road 
accidents in three districts during the last 
two days, news agencies report.

In Dhaka, CNG-run auto-rickshaw 
driver Md Ali, 50, was killed as a covered 
van hit his vehicle in Rayerbagh Bus Stand 
area yesterday morning, said police.

He was rushed to Dhaka Medical 
College Hospital in critical condition 
where on-duty doctors declared him dead.

The body was sent to the hospital’s 
morgue for autopsy.

In Narayanganj, police constable Arif 
Hossain, 25, was killed on spot as a 
truck hit his motorbike at Lalati area in 
Sonargaon yesterday, said police.

Arif was appointed at Narayanganj 
Police Lines and was going to Araihazar 
upazila.

A case was in process of being filed, 
they added.

In Lalmonirhat, a couple was killed on 
spot after a truck hit the auto-rickshaw 
carrying them at Parulia Bazar Point in 
Hatibandha upazila around 10pm on 
Saturday, said police.

The deceased are Mostafa Hossain, 25, 
and his wife Rahela Begum, 20.

The accident occurred while the couple 
was returning home. On information, 
police rushed to the spot, recovered the 
bodies, and later handed them over to 
their relatives.

A general diary was filed in this 
connection with Hatibandha Police 
Station, they added.
