A newly constructed 30-foot-long bridge
over a canal at Shaguta village in Sujanagar
upazila has remained unused since 2017
due to lack of approach roads on either side

Funded by the Ministry of Disaster
and Relief,
upazila project implementation offce
constructed the bridge at a cost of Tk 33
lakh in 2017 at Shaguta village under
Haatkhali union, informed chairman of
the union parishad (UP) Mohammad

Sujanagar

He explained that Shaguta is surrounded
by the Gaaznar Beel and a canal from the
Beel runs through the village.

During monsoon villagers have to cross
the canal by boat and in dry season on foot,

to make
communication within the village easier
without disturbing the flow of water in the

However, vehicles still cannot cross the
bridge due to lack of approach roads and at
least 2 kilometres of such links are required
on both sides of the bridge to make it fully
operative, he added.

“We are trying to construct the approach
road but the union parishad does not
have enough fund to do the work,” the
chairman claimed, demanding allotment
of fund for that.

Former member of Haatkhali UP and a
resident of Shaguta village Abdul Hakim
said, once the approach roads are built,
people of the village can use vehicles to carry
their product to the upazila headquarter,

Sujanagar Upazila Project
Implementation Officer (P10) Mohammad
Rejaul Karim, claiming that the bridge was
constructed before he joined the upazila,
said, “I don't know how the bridge was
constructed without approach road. After
visiting the spot, I will take necessary steps.”

Over 600 attacked with

diarrhoea in 5 days

Many patients are being treated in hospital corridor due to lack of

accommodation

Diarrhoea has continued to spread in
different areas of the district town.

The most affected areas are
Horipur, Dariapur, Upar Rajarampur
and Namo Nimgachhi.

At least 612 people have been
attacked with the waterborne disease
and admitted to Chapainawabganj
Adhunik Sadar Hospital in the last five
days, said DrJahid Nazrul Chowdhury,
civil surgeon of the district.

Baby Ara, senior staff nurse of
the hospital, said 44 patients were
admitted to diarrhoea ward in the last
ten hours.

lack of accommodation.

There is no crisis of Intravenous
(IV) fluids, oral saline and necessary
medicines at the hospital to cope with
the increased number of diarrhoea
patients, said the civil surgeon.

Most of the people have been
attacked with diarrhoea due to
drinking of unsafe water, he said.

Soniva Khatun, 35, of Upar
Rajarampur area, said she has been
attacked with diarrhoea and took
treatment on the hospital floor as all
beds are filled up.

Another diarrthoea patient Sahera
Khatun, 65, of Dariapur area in the
town, said she also took treatment on

Sunday, this correspondent saw that
many diarrhoea patients were being
treated at the hospital corridor and
floor of two different wards due to
lack of accommodation.

Over 100 patients come to the
hospital every day, but the hospital
authorities cannot provide them with
accommodation at the 12-bed ward
meant for diarrhoea patients, said the
nurse.

Though medicines are available
at the hospital, they are facing
problem to deal with the growing
number of patients for shortage of
doctors.

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‘We will allow
state honour if
action taken’

Family of deceased FF Ismail say,
demand high powered probe body

State of honour to deceased freedom fighter (FF) Ismail
Hossain can be received if action is taken against the district
administration officials responsible for rejection of state
honour by the nation’s heroic son, said family members.

Talking this journalists at their house at Jugibari
village in Dinajpur Sadar yesterday, family members also
demanded withdrawal of the officials of Dinajpur district
administration, who disrespected the freedom fighter,
within 24 hours.

“If the persons responsible for my father’s refusal to
take state honour are punished through forming a high
powered committee, we will allow paying the honour to
him,"” said Nuruzzaman, elder son of Ismail.

Fair investigation is not possible with the bodies formed
by Dinajpur Deputy Commissioner (DC) and Rangpur
Divisional Commissioner, he said.

Ismail’s another son Nur Islam, who lost his daily pay
basis driver's job at AC (Land) office in Dinajpur Sadar
upazila on October 9, said he rejected the Dinajpur DC's
offer for reinstating him to the job when the official met
the deceased FF's family members on Friday.

Ariful Islam, AC (Land) of Dinajpur Sadar, said, “I
took away the key of my vehicle from Nur Islam as he is a
drunkard and driving by him was not safe.”

Nur Islam said it was a false claim.

Sohodeb Chandra Roy, a freedom fighter of Dinajpur,
urged the government to form a high powered probe body
to find out why Ismail Hossain rejected the state honour.

Ismail, who breathed his last at M Abdur Rahim Medical
College Hospital in Dinajpur on October 23, said in a
letter on his deathbed, "After my death | do not want the
salute of the AC Land, UNO, ADC and DC, who made my
son Nur Islam jobless.”

Talking with The Daily Star, Dinajpur-3 lawmaker
Igbalur Rahim, also Whip of Jativa Sangsad, said,
“Nur Islam got job at the AC Land office following my
recommendation, but the district administration fired
him without consulting me. The DC even did not consult
me after he learnt about the rejection of state honour by
freedom fighter Ismail Hossain."

Wild elephant kills one

A man was trampled to death by a herd of wild elephants
in Bhagyakul area of Bandarban Sadar upazila on Saturday
night.

The deceased, Shafiqur Rahman, 43, was a resident of
the area.

Local public representative Abdul Malek said a herd of
wild elephants attacked Shafiqur when he went to guard
his paddy field near his house around 10:30pm, killing
him instantly on the spot.

During this time every year, wild elephants often come
down to Bhagyakul, Goyalmara, Kadukhola and adjacent
Alinagar area in search of food, according to Bandarban
forest officials.

Waterlogging hampers
classes at primary school

Kids facing the situation from April to early November
every year since 2010

Academic and  extra-curricular
activities at Bogabaid Government
Primary School at Bogabaid village
under in Jamalpur municipality are
badly hampered due to shortage of
classrooms and waterlogging in the
school ground.

The school, around one and a
half km from the town, has been
facing the situation from April to
early November every year since
2010, thanks to the indifference of
the authorities concerned.

The school has two houses -- a
two-room tin-shed built in 1974
and a two-room concrete building
constructed in 2005.

“Water from the school ground
enters the low-lying floor of the tin-
shed, making it unfit for classes. Only
two rooms of the concrete building

are used for conducting classes for
427 students from pre-primary to
Class V in three shifts,” said assistant
teacher Shahida Yasmin.

Students of pre-primary and Class
[ attend classes in the two rooms
from 9:30am to 11:00am, students
of classes II and III from 11:00am to
12:50pm and students of classes IV
and V from 1:00pm to 4:15pm with
a 30-minute break, said Farzana
Choudhury, another teacher.

“Due to the situation, students
get around 25-minute-long classes,
instead of stipulated 40-minute
ones. Nine teachers of the school
struggle to complete the syllabuses
and kids are deprived of proper
lessons from the short classes,” said
school headmaster Royena Begum.

“Rainwater remains stagnant on
the ground for around seven months
every year due to lack of drainage. As

over half the year, affecting the floor of one of the
two houses of the school.

a result, the kids’ assembly cannot be
held and they cannot move around
or play during the recess.

“The school needs another
building and arrangement of
drainage of water from the school
ground to ensure proper education
with co-curricular activities for

the kids. We informed the higher

authorities concerned about the
matter several times, but to no
effect,” Royena said.

District  Primary  Education

Officer Mohammad Amirul Islam
said his office sent a proposal to
the higher authorities concerned to
build another concrete building to
solve the accommodation problem
of the school last year.

“I will talk to the mayor of
Jamalpur municipality to arrange
drainage to remove stagnant water
from the school ground,” he said.
