Govt goes even softer
on enforcement

Home boss says no penalty for improper licence,
illegal parking of commercial vehicles until June

The government has decided not to penalise
commercial wvehicles for violations of
several key sections of the Road Transport
Act-2018 until June next year

After the government gave into several
demands of truckers and truck owners,
leaders of drivers and workers of all
commercial vehicles late last night met
Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan at his
Dhanmondi home.

“On Wednesday, we had come to a
decision after holding a meeting with a

section of truck and lorry workers and
owners. Their demands are almost the
same and we also came to a decision here,”
the home boss said after the meeting with
Bangladesh Roads Transport Workers
Federation leaders.

As per the decisions, parts of nine out
126 sections of the new law will not be
effective for now, the minister said.

He, however, did not mention all the
nine sections.
